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FOREWORD

For Georgia, the 30 years of non-systemic dismantling of the Soviet system, and
the nation’s state-building course has turned out to be full of contradictions. On
the outset of the post-Soviet space transformation, we, like several other countries,
were betrayed by our political intuition, having not been able to escape the “mines”
planted by the empire - especially the imposed ethnopolitical conflicts, whose trag-
ic consequences still affect the Georgian state and society.

The author’s interest in the set of issues in question did not arise out of free
time, or a passion for politics. The analysis of Georgia’s problems, which have accu-
mulated for decades, is urging us to recognize the inadmissibility of the status quo.
The Georgia of today is a temporarily divided, politically ill, and morally distressed
national body whose future the author sees only in terms of successfully achieving
organic unity.

Although the twenty-first century has been dubbed the age of ideas and has been
characterized by a change in the conceptual system of the world order, the indis-
pensable in-depth research in Georgia, instead of pursuing the truth and replacing
the old approaches with a new rectifying idea, has led to unjustified public confu-
sion, conformism, and even worse-to the sad fact of impoverishment and victim-
ization of the long-suffering Georgian nation. In fact, the Georgian state has been
moving in the same groove for three decades-one that is antithetical to national,
state-oriented, cultural, civilizational, geoeconomics, and geopolitical interests, all
necessary for the country’s development.

Instead of dramatizing the problems, Georgians must admit that where there’s
a will, there’s a way. The answers to those petty irrelevant questions like, “What’s
wrong with us?,” “What ill are we inflicted with?,” “Is there a way out?,” “Who is
going to help us?,” should be sought for not beyond us, somewhere in an unreach-
able profundity, but right here in ourselves, in our way of thinking, in a novel re-
consideration of the role of this country, in an inevitable acquisition of the nation’s
additional function, in the extant ineffectual system, in our society, our state, and in
politics which we have turned into anti-politics.

The current unfavorable situation and the actual development of the Georgian
state require getting rid of certain harmful habits, such as distancing ourselves
from the perpetuated fear of telling the truth, based on the irrefutability of the
cause-and-effect law, thus escaping the accusation of treason, keeping in mind that
the result is always compatible with the cause. We also have to acknowledge the
fact that, from the distant passed up until now, any individual, having worked on
a state level in Georgia, is more or less guilty of some wrong because the state of
the country depended and depends on the appropriate usage of their political will,
knowledge, and vision. For instance, regardless of opinion, there is no doubt that
the following principles characterize the condition of Georgia today:

I. None of the Georgian authorities:

- Have managed to objectively assess the ongoing processes in the world, to
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find a suitable natural historical place for Georgia, compatible with its mission, to
define the goal and separate it from the means, and to take adequate steps towards
meeting the demands of the present because they choose to place emphasis on
wrong values, based on a distorted perception of both freedom and politics instead
of consolidating the nation around the eternal ideas of liberty and independence.

- Have identified the inherent confrontational forces of external factors which
are traditionally involved in the future fate of Georgia; have determined the real
interests and motivating causes of those forces and factors; have escaped the immi-
nent threat of the fatal verdicts of 1993 and 2008, of the ethnic cleansing of Geor-
gians, and of the continuing Russian occupation, which has become into an aggra-
vated legacy; have become a patron of the integrated Georgian space; have grasped
the truth that the existing given, including the territory of Georgia, is insufficient
space for the interested countries and forces to act together and bring these inter-
ests in line with the interests of the Georgian state.

- Fearing to look directly at their own history and realize their own lies, while
obsessed with revenge against the erstwhile authorities, have been able to fully
understand the essence of the Georgian phenomenon (knowing oneself without
intermediaries), limiting themselves to so called reforms instead of radically trans-
forming the country. Thus, they have changed it only in form, which is a completely
different task, which calls for different technology and a totally different way of
reasoning.

IL. In general, most of the so-called elite, primarily the political elite:

- Are fake and has not been able to elevate themselves to the level of our na-
tional essence; they are characterized by low-level political culture, alteration of
party affiliations motivated by self-interest, ineptitude of judgment rather than ra-
tional and critical thinking, and contagious parasitic lifestyle. All of these classifica-
tions affect the entire country and impede democratic development.

- Are inflicted with the virus of selfishness, unable to liberate themselves from
the harmful influence of a few destructive politicians and small groups. They af-
filiate themselves with these groups, which constantly gives way to accusations,
false expectations, and imminent danger; together, they manage to polarize society,
dividing it into two deficient parts-the elite and the rest.

- Are morally deprived, narrow-minded, and boring. And yet, they are im-
mersed in their own ambitions and often stubbornly continue to preach to society
while they wear the mask of a state caretaker, stained by their need for personal
gain. Most tragically, they contribute to the aggravation of national resentment in
the Georgian society.

IIL. Part of the Georgian society:

- Especially the intelligent and educated class, almost does not participate in
the political processes. They do not realize that their apathy is yielding the arena to
the self-interested and those not mindful of the state, who are unconscionable, irre-
sponsible individuals, to the point of ignorance, dilettantism, and conformism. Part
of Georgian society cannot fully utilize its common lore, created by its ancestors; it

fails to transform the negative energy of the nation into a positive one; and it fails

to turn the already deficient vigor into a common national power instead of fighting

the worst consequences.

- Instead of demanding a change of the political system and advocating for in-
stitutional reform, it found itself in the old psychological captivity of the “father-
provider,” who has become the idol of a centralized system, and who monopolizes
truth and condescends to the people under the guise of “educating” them. It could
not reify the truth that the center of political power should not be formed around a
single political figure, even if that figure is supposedly intertwined with the destiny
of the nation. Regardless of the merits of those likes Zviad Gamsakhurdia, Eduard
Shevardnadze, Mikheil Saakashvili, and Bidzina Ivanishvili, the future of the state
should not depend on them. Due to a growing politics of personality and trend to-
ward sanctimonious populism, part of Georgian society could not separate itself
from those morally and reputedly damaged selfish people-unconscionable, irre-
sponsible individuals-or from systems that have run their course at the political
forefront of Georgia.

- Is characterized by a nihilistic attitude towards the main problem of the coun-
try: conflict resolution. Georgia’s conflicts do not arise out of disillusionment with
the idea of Georgia’s unity, but out of frustration towards the institutions which are
instrumental in conflict resolution and which should catalyze the peace process.

Finding a way out of a difficult but, certainty, not unsolvable situation, requires
a deep ideological breakthrough, strategic thinking (first and foremost, putting to-
gether our own way of thinking!), and philosophical changes that bring us back to
the ideas and attitudes that form the foundation of the perennial universal values:
freedom, justice, righteousness, and a human belief in love. Such a faith, reinforced
by intellectual arguments, together with a thorough understanding of the essence
of the problem, will give rise to the necessary intellectual confidence, that is, an
awareness based not on imitation of others and not on reliance on others, but only
on an objective vision, which will include the following tenets:

e Georgia is not and cannot be a locked autonomous system. The country, as a
cohesive living organism and a spatial phenomenon, creates a political given;
it exists, is governed, and lives thanks to this space. It cannot accept the void. It
is changeable and characterized by the properties of space: it is born, it grows,
and it dies.

e The functioning of the state, its well-being, its stability, and the nullification of
processes which give way to threats-including the emergence of separate spac-
es, prone to dying out (implied is the aboriginal population of Abkhazia and the
so-called South Ossetia)-must result from a change in the status quo in accor-
dance with the rules of the political game.

e The definition of the country’s goal and the formulation of its strategic action
plan should be compatible with the achievement of that goal, worldview, envi-
ronmental conditions, time, and space, all of which will enable Georgia to (1)
maintain balance of the key policy regulators, their additional interest, and the
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entire world order, (2) to redeem the country’s international function, (3) to
substantiate the need for a unified space (including for the outside world), (4) to
restore or create a new full-fledged space-environment in which policy officials
are patrons of Georgia, an organically unified multiethnic state.

At the same time, as a precondition, we should concentrate on a topic that, tak-
ing into account the necessary internal and external factors, will be connected to
the realization of the nation’s consolidating idea: Georgia’s unity and freedom at
the highest value-this taking place within the country! We should also focus on
Georgia’s international standing, and discover how the civilized world perceives
the territorial integrity of the Georgian state within its internationally recognized
borders-this taking place beyond the country! The topic that meets these criteria is
asingular one, and it is connected with the reconciliation of a pseudo-ethnopolitical
conflict: the problem of Abkhazia (as well as the so-called South Ossetia). The topic
which meets the pertinent criteria features prominently and consistently on the
agendas of reputable international institutions; the theme is singular and is associ-
ated with a lack of respect not just towards a plain sectoral economic development
of one given country, but with a sense of disregard for the state, the national, and
even the fundamental norms of international law, thus impairing the resolution of
the conflict in Abkhazia (and in South Ossetia).

It is a fact that the highly intellectual Georgian nation and the Georgian state are
faced with a challenge: to ensure unity, prosperity, and a secure, guaranteed future
of Georgia. To reach these goals, the primary task is the resolution of the so-called
ethno-political conflicts. Using the way of pragmatic reasoning, the achievement of
this goal demands the following:

. Change the attitude toward the conflict in Abkhazia, which has remained unre-
solved since 1993, by first of all changing the governmental attitude

Il. Recognize that the reason for procrastinating on a solution to the conflict is
not because of a lack of a proposed prospect of settlement, but because our
blurred vision and the fact that we do not see the proper way of executing this
settlement.

ll. Revive the dialogue surrounding the Abkhazia conflict. This dialogue, if ap-
proached correctly, will not put the country in deadlock by heaping additional
difficulties on to it; on the contrary, it will be rendered as a latent opportunity
to break the existing deadlock, which will lead to a new path forward in trans-
forming Georgia into a full-fledged state.

It is exactly this idea, born of the inner need and the attempt of its realization,
that makes the present work, Georgian Paradigm of Peace, not only a theoretical
work, but one which has practical value (nothing is more practicable than a good
theory). In fact, by way of following the political rules, it creates the possibility of
making a profound change in our thinking about peaceful coexistence with other
nations and countries. This is also a chance to create a new and more desirable nar-
rative, to change the existing given and, consequently, to alter the Georgian state, its
fate, and, ultimately, its future.
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This book consists of two parts, issuing from one another. The first part is about
anew direction in education policy: “University Diplomacy” as a renovated mission
of the university, a modern form of peacebuilding, and a new type of International
Relations and diplomacy. University Diplomacy makes clear that:

- The way to resolve the main problem of Georgia’s sovereignty and unity-
conflict-is peaceful and utilizes universal values based on humanism: education,
science (education’s highest achievement), and the healthiest, most motivated and
pragmatic part of society-the youth. Clearly, all three components come together
and coexist peacefully only in a free university space. Unfortunately, however, in
the modern world, the university, which, along with its basic educational function,
is an indicator of the peace process, has not adequately developed from its origins
to properly situate itself in the greater society, and has failed to realize its historical
responsibility.

- The idea of the university is in crisis, however. The university, as a universal
model, due to its great possibilities, has the internal resources to prove its viability,
and is able to fill the political field of the peace strategy with more university re-
sources, actively involve the political field, and, moreover, transform itself into the
epicenter of the peace process. By the example of Georgia, we mean not the univer-
sity in general, but the Sokhumi State University in particular-the “victim of poli-
tics”-that shares the fate of the country, the living organism that connects Abkha-
zia with the rest of Georgia. The University, issuing from its strategic importance
(there are several “refugee universities” in the world with a similar fate) has the
opportunity to simply bring into the academic space the theme in question, to uni-
fy the non-university community, and to establish a scientific-humanistic dialogue
with the parties of the conflict-first and foremost, the government (along with civil
society, international organizations, and “parties”), to determine the causes of the
conflict and to propose a real settlement of the problem instead of entering the
conflict or using the nation’s already-deficient energy on fighting the consequences
of the conflict.

- To achieve the goal of peacebuilding, the work of the university must encom-
pass not only the transformation, but also the creation of qualitatively new knowl-
edge-new life. This knowledge will lead to the search for and merging of the uni-
versity with the second essential subject (the only peaceful one) of diplomacy,
as the science of negotiation and the art of communication. The coupling of two
compatible entities-university and diplomacy-has created a new paradigm: “from
theory to action.” This paradigm is neither a mere formality nor a recasting of a
classical model of diplomacy, but a completely new kind of international relations.

University Diplomacy is a conflict-regulatory system (not just of ethno-political
or indigenous conflicts) that does not merely service or critique the field of Interna-
tional Relations, but stands on its own as a new means of ensuring peace.

The second part of the book- “South Caucasus: Geopolitical Space (New For-
mat of Regional Cooperation)-due to the topicality of the theme and the highly vi-
tal interests of the Georgian state and a number of other states, offers a reprint of
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the project, “Georgia’s Choice” (2013). We reaffirm and introduce Georgia’s main
geo-political, geo-economic, and cultural-civilizational resources on the plane of
integration processes, which, together with its own necessity and indispensabili-
ty, will give the country an additional and more or less acceptable function as the
unifier of the region. At the same time, it will enable the settlement of the conflict,
as well as the de-occupation and self-development of the region. This settlement
will depend not only on Georgia’s own forces, but also on the support of the United
States and the EU, whose backing is strategically important.

Although the modern Caucasus is one coherent region, it consists of two geopo-
litical “levels.” One is the political entity of the North Caucasus-a part of the Russian
Federation. The other is the South Caucasus, which consists of three independent
states: Georgia, Azerbaijan, and Armenia. However, when speaking about the re-
gional space of the entire Caucasus (which in its own way is a synthesis of Cauca-
sian, Eastern, and Western elements), what is most relevant to us is the South Cau-
casus, which is not only important for its geographical location and historical-po-
litical-cultural development, but also for its morphological significance as what has
long been recognized as the organizing center of Georgia. Thanks to Georgia, the
South Caucasus has a natural historical-genetic function as clear actor who balanc-
es both West and East. As for the Caucasus-the cradle of world civilization-Georgia
belongs in the history of the region and as a part of what is called Caucasian unity.
However, the fact is that the unity of the region has not been realized since ancient
times.

Thus, Georgia must oppose the old idea, predominant today, that Caucasian
solidarity is unacceptable to the accountable foreign powers —chiefly Russia, the
real ruler of the North Caucasus-and that the instability of the South Caucasus is
a hidden danger for the North Caucasus. Because of this contemporary, if artificial
divide, let us consider the Caucasus only as a cultural-civilizational unity of Cauca-
sian peoples, and the South Caucasus as a distinct single regional space consisting
of sovereign states. Without the formation of a global vector of development, these
states - the unified security system, dividing and confronting lines, will stand to-
gether before the main geopolitical centers, primarily the US, the EU, and, through
them, the Russian Federation and other players interested in the region.

Itis certainly true that Georgia’s advantage (which is not limited to its geograph-
ical advantage-described by the so-called “corridor” factor) is a significant and his-
toric responsibility, and our destiny goes beyond the boundaries of our country.
We must understand that if we digress from international initiatives, accept the
policy of a passive observer, or refuse to participate in the electoral process due
to the Russian Federation’s involvement or Georgia’s involvement in the so-called
“reintegration” projects (similar to the Caucasus Platform, where the South Cauca-
sus is not represented by the three equal parties-Georgia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, and
where the US and the EU do not participate in the process as its leader), the Geor-
gian state will limit its scope and lose its function as a religious, ethnic, and cultural
connector in the Caucasus.
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The South Caucasus, which champions the idea of a regional policy, unless the
current platform expands and is filled with other players (the United States, the EU
and, in the case of a general agreement, China), should not be perceived as a Geor-
gian global reintegration project, since it will create a real threat, namely:

. The unified ethno-cultural space of the region will be violated and the coun-
tries of the South Caucasus will be restricted to make free and independent choices
(sovereignty).

IIl. Rather than advocating for the de-occupation of the South Caucasus, we will,
in effect, be promoting the process of occupation and of its legitimization.

III. Instead of integration, the process of separation of states will continue and
we will witness the emergence of new types of borders in the region in addition to
the existing de jure and de facto borders.

Taking into account these and other factors, we hope that this time, Georgians,
whose wisdom is unmatched, will take into account their grave experiences of the
past and our actions will be more thoughtful.

The choice to publish this work a book format was prompted by several major
circumstances and its methodology is undergirded by some basic convictions:

First: The author does not represent any of the parties, neither has he expressed
the interests of politically oriented populist or revanchist groups. Despite his in-
volvement in the most important processes in Georgia’s recent history, he has not
participated in the tragic events of Abkhazia and the so-called South Ossetia. Not-
withstanding his futile attempts in the past, his motivation and goal remain un-
changed-to assist the Georgian, Abkhaz, and Ossetian communities, the authori-
ties, the so-called political elite, and the elite in general, in conceiving not only the
familiar notion of homeland, for which we keep making unconscious sacrifices, but
also the vision of a modern state, which can only be created by our unity and the
embracing of Georgian diversity at large. Both of these assets offer the opportunity
to serve the homeland with conscious dedication.

Second: The only way to settle the conflict is peacefully; however, our attempts
to keep the peace and maintain opportunities for conflict resolution have unfor-
tunately been fruitless for the past three decades. Today, when regional politics is
“winning” and the world tends toward nationalism and regionalism, a pattern be-
comes manifest as states disintegrate and unify (disintegrate on the basis of ratio-
nality, unify on the basis of interest). Silence is equal to crime. But now, two new
positions-the rectorship of Sokhumi State University, a strategically important
institution, and the presidency of the Georgian Academy of Education, (a position
enacted “as a debt and a burden, not as a position and honor”!)- provide additional
motivation. Let us turn Sokhumi State University, known as an innovative problem
solver among its fans, into a modern educational center and an example of a quali-
tative renewal of the peace process.

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Third: We should take our thoughts out of the university space and bring them
to the public for judgment and discussion.

To make the government and the society more active and purposeful in search
for a way of peaceful settlement of the conflict and a new format of regional co-
operation: adopting an alternative discourse of peace. In fact, we should all “fight
together like our heroic ancestors did to protect our share of Georgia in ourselves
and around us. Today that war is your Didgori and your Basiani.”?

It is no accident that Georgia is the place of origin for a Paradigm of Peace. For
Georgia is not only associated with, but is an organic and integral part of, Europe. It
is, moreover, one of its most important branches, and is a synthesis of the East, the
West, and the Caucasus proper, which forms the boundary between the two conti-
nents. In fact, Georgia, as the place of the first human civilization, is the progenitor
the principles of tolerance and humanism, now essential elements of the European
and Asian worldviews. The Georgian state is not a corridor, but a bridge-a junction
of civilizations, histories, religions, traditions, and global international activities
comprising economy, energy, transport, finances, trade, tourism, education, culture,
technology transfer, logistics, international capital formation, etc.

The aim of this book is, partly by means of a brief historical excursus, to review
our non-standard vision and our firm statehood-oriented position, based on new
knowledge. As a guide to the reader’s judgment, let us put forward some central
questions that will guide our discourse: how is University Diplomacy (the synergy
of the university and diplomacy) manifested in the emerging global space, and what
is its importance to the formation of the South Caucasus (whose significance as a
whole is far greater than its constituent three parts)? As a peace space, how does
the concept/practice boost the expansion and the improvement of the stereotype
of their behavior, deepening and developing both public and intercultural relations,
changing the surrounding world for the better by using all the pragmatic good that
the parties might provide to this end.

We strongly believe that the Georgian Paradigm of Peace has the potential to
be a new (existing, unseen, and still unused) and effective mechanism for ensuring
peace. It is one that will help the entire national community, especially the United
States, Europe, and even the Russian Federation, become acquainted with Georgia,
while they will recognize the need of turning Georgia from a problematic into a
predictable state. They will also realize, among other things, that in order to restore
spatial integrity to Georgia, it is necessary to form a regional security system.

The theoretical-methodological postulate (starting point) of our vision is to pro-
mote the primary dream of mankind-peace by way of rejecting violence-and to
create a “happy space-arena” of global, regional, and national interests. [t is not just
a piece of bold optimism, but a reality that has historical, viable roots and is based
on:

I. The idea of creating a new educational model with a renewed mission to
prove the viability of the University;

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II. The parties to the conflict and every participating side, interested in resolv-
ing the conflict, as well as the logic of the development of modern trends and pro-
cesses;

[II. The understanding of balanced interests of dominant forces, more substan-
tial and effective involvement of the West, and the need for modernization of the
role of the countries in the region, especially of Georgia’s historically established
role.

The author, despite his passionate beliefs, has no intention of burdening a read-
er who is already caught up in the monotonous grind of everyday life. Neither does
the author wish to impose his beliefs onto this reader. On the contrary, he hopes
to offer the necessary respect and consideration for the reader’s tradition value
system or beliefs. He hopes his use of Western pragmatism and Eastern charm will
awaken the jaded reader from his hazy disillusionment- disillusionment in which
the political system and cultural biases have so deeply wrapped him. The author
wishes to earn the trust of Abkhazians and South Ossettians and introduce them
to this work, which the author believes will be valuable for any reader who cares
about his own destiny and future of his own people, nation, or state.

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GEORGIAN PARADIGM OF PEACE

INTRODUCTION

At every stage of societal development, the introduction of a new concept in
political thinking requires a scholarly perception, as well as fundamental and in-
fallible judgment, taking into consideration the new concept’s significance, content,
and form.

For further deliberation, this work is presented to scholars, specialists of the
field, students, and even a wider segment of the society, interested in the issue-a
new value notion with an utterly new function, called “University Diplomacy”-an
intrinsically novel form of international relations and diplomacy.

This is not abook about university and diplomacy, and not just about the reasons
and pains that have temporarily divided the united Georgian space and the Geor-
gian society into several parts. This is a book about the organic fusion of university
and diplomacy, both full of contradictions and conflicts, analyzing the priority prob-
lems not only of Georgia but of humanity, and suggesting the ways to resolve them.

The goal of the present work is to elucidate our innovative vision and turn it into
arealistic method to implement the peace process and solve our local and regional
problems. This concept should serve as the model for the GeorgianAbkhazian and
GeorgianOssetian unified state models. The implementation of this model will be
successful only with the help of participation from other ethnic groups, equipped
with relevant visions, concepts, and feasible programs, and based on the principles
of social justice, cooperation and mutual interests. Let us provide the foundation
for a solid security system that incorporates the three classifications of conflict in
Georgia (not the interested outsiders) - identity, prosperity, and security.

Although Georgia gained independence in the early 1990s, the process of na-
tional and state reestablishment is still underway in the international arena.1 A
famous diplomat was right to have said, “It is difficult for a new state to find a place
under the sun.”2 The essence of world order and restraint, the spinning pace of
geopolitics and geostrategy, and interests of large and small states keep altering
and tend to vary qualitatively.

Year in and year out, fresh global and regional challenges come into view and
new tasks emerge in International Relations. The interests of major states are being
balanced anew. Instead of its bilateral analogue, multilateral diplomacy is becom-
ing increasingly important.!

In such a situation, the European political establishment has proposed a new
format to ensure the world peace and wellbeing, and to provide for the develop-

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ment of public relations, that is, a “scientific diplomacy.”

Based on worldwide experience, “scientific diplomacy” primarily serves to re-
solve the extant problems in contemporary International Relations, just as the
university diplomacy is based on the theory of soft power, both of them having
common and distinctive features.? If scientific diplomacy is focused on resolving
common problems in international relations and on constructive international
partnerships,? university diplomacy creates completely new opportunities for sus-
tainable peacebuilding with the help of university. Specifically, University Diploma-
cy recognizes the importance of science-the highest peak of education-and, most
importantly, the healthiest, most pragmatic and motivated part of our society-the
youth.

Our topic of study-conflict-although it is a specific theme, the phenomena that
we are going to be using as problem-solving tools (the university and diplomacy),
have never before become a matter of special attention-neither separately nor as
anew form of International Relations and a new type of diplomacy. Hence, until we
pin down our outlook for solving the problem, the actual state of these basics itself
has to be “tested” in advance.

And yet, what is diplomacy? And what is the university? What do they have in
common and how could they be put together and effectively used to service peace
and development?

Diplomacy is one of the tools and means of implementation* of foreign policy of
states that, through the art of negotiation and by means of constructive dialogue,
will pursue the protection of its interests in the international arena. The key func-
tion of diplomacy as an instrument of foreign policy is to find common interests be-
tween the parties and to identify conflicting issues in order to resolve them peace-
fully.®

The word “university” is derived from the Latin word universitas, which means,
among other things, a “corporation” or a “community.” Traditionally understood,
the university is a higher education and research institution, providing graduates
with an academic degree. According to Danish professor Olaf Pedersen, medieval
universities were only a union of scientists and teachers,® but today the university
has far more functions than merely offering academic degrees to its graduates. Ac-
cording to German philosopher Dr. Udo Reinhold Jeck, “[The university] influences
the world civilization, and its scope is international; moreover, it can be said that it

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loses its significance if its achievements are not based on the global foundation of
knowledge.””

The model of the university, the origins of which are rooted in the socio-
political environment of Europe, was found to be widespread worldwide. Today
the university can be seen as a place to practice the synthesis of knowledge and
belief.? The relationship between university and state is well thought out in Carl
Jasper’s book, The Idea of the University. Jaspers lays out the fundamentals of the
issue, having accentuated the tight bond between university and state. Although
the idea of university itself is a suprastate and supranational phenomenon, he
emphasizes, the university is nonetheless politically independent. Although the
peculiarities of the political world determine the image of university, the model of
higher education provides for independent, genuine research, and an environment
free from any ideologies. Thus, the university is an important precondition for the
existence of a modern state.’

If this is true, then the university is a corporation with a state mission, an in-
stitution whose duty is not only to deliver academic degrees and educate the new
cadres, but to create scientifically grounded concepts, platforms, and theories that
support the development of the state.

Scientific and diplomatic experience, a systematic (systemic?) analysis of the sit-
uation in Georgia and beyond, analysis of current transformational processes, the
SWOT, GAP, PEST and other types of analyses gave the author an opportunity to see
the university as a space/environment for creating a brand new product, which
could possibly turn not only into a peace solution for the Georgian-Abkhazian and
Georgian-Ossetian conflicts-the main challenges in our country’s recent history-
but even into a basis for a renovated conceptualization of the future.

[t is not an accident that the idea of university diplomacy was born in Georgia,
specifically at Sokhumi State University. It is universally known that Georgia is the
Virgin Mary’s shared Christian country, where Christians, Muslims, Judaists, and
the adherents of other faiths and confessions are living in peace as fellow citizens
of this country.

Our culture is largely defined by Western civilization, which is corroborated not
only by anthropological, linguistic or archaeological facts, but also by the funda-
mental principles of respect for common values, humanism, and tolerance. We-the
Georgians-are Europeans, and Europe is our past and our future. However, to say
that Georgia is an organic part of the European culture and one of its branches
would not fully reflect the role and place of the Georgian state in world history:.

The uniqueness of the Georgian culture, its character, the Georgian mentality

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and identity are based on the synthesis of Eastern and Western cultural heritages.
Neither the European ideals nor the Eastern values are alien to us.

The diversity of cultural singularity is the source of Georgia’s main wealth and
strength, but this should not let us reckon our culture superior to others. These
qualities only highlight Georgia’s uniqueness and the differences that has made it
possible for the Georgian talent to awaken and give birth to an extraordinary idea
of university diplomacy, right from the treasury of its nature, as a new form of in-
ternational relations and diplomacy, and as an apparent burden and responsibility
before the civilized world.
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GEORGIAN PARADIGM OF PEACE

A HISTORY OF GEORGIAN EDUCATION AND
DIPLOMACY

The Old Georgian Educational System & The Search for Peace

According to ancient Georgian and foreign historical sources, one of the most
important means of handling diplomatic and political relations in Georgia were the
educational centers that promoted both the development of education and science
and the regulation of multilateral relations with the outside world.

Many examples from Georgian history can be recalled of how our ancestors built
solid neighborhood relations and constructed peace through education.

This nation, which had lived on the East-West crossroads and experienced nu-
merous ravages and devastating invasions by foreign invaders, had for centuries
sought for ways to salvage its political and cultural identity. It was a very complicat-
ed process: large neighboring empires, states, and nations gradually disappeared
from the arena of history, and the small ones had to find a golden median to survive
and preserve their culture and statehood, to maintain peace and identity.

The only way of survival for a nation living in the extremely complicated geo-
political region was to seek peace and to go through permanent struggle for peace.
The result of this search and struggle should be the institution of the triad of the
medieval Georgian existential being, based on three main principles: education, tol-
erance and ethnic-cultural identity. All these principles derive from education, and
the old Georgian educational system was based on them.

In pursuit of peace, Christian philosophy has become for Georgians a major tool
for preserving freedom, tolerance, and cultural identity. This is what makes the
Georgian Christian philosophy different from the Western and Eastern (Byzantine)
Christian philosophies. Although we all share a common Christian doctrine, we
have differing philosophies of life, influenced by geopolitical peculiarities. The East-
ern nations needed Christianity for reclaiming human life, national identity, and
statehood. Accordingly, the Georgian Christian educational philosophy was based
on the process of seeking peace and has given rise to literary masterpieces integral
to the evolutionary development of the country’s worldview: ecclesiastical texts
such as “The Martyrdom of Shushanik,” by Jacob Tsurtaveli, “The Martyrdom of
Abo,” by loane Sabanisdze, “The Life of Grigol Khandzteli,” by Giorgi Merchule, the
Life of Athenian Fathers, etc., and secular poetry in the form of a heroic-chivalrous
epos, the greatest of which is Shota Rustaveli’s “The Knight in the Panther’s Skin.”
Notwithstanding their genre differences, each of them is based on the fundamental
tenets of Georgian Christian philosophy: freedom, tolerance, and cultural identity.
Peter the Iberian’s philosophical outlook, the Aeropagitic Corps, laid the ground-

work for all three of these ideals which reached its evolutionarily apex in the phi-
losophy of loane Petritsi. Although this outlook has been contested for centuries by
the scholasticism of the Christian and Oriental religions, it became the basis of the
system of medieval Georgian philosophical thought, learning, and upbringing.

The information contained in Georgian and foreign historical sources allows
us to talk about the old Georgian educational system. According to researchers,
the oldest hub of learning that is cited in the annals is the Phasis Academy, also
known as the High School of Rhetoric of Colchis. The academy was located near
modern-day Poti at the turn of the fourth century AD (some scholars indicate its
site in the vicinity of Trapezunt).The only direct reference to the Phasis Academy
is in a letter from the well-known Greek philosopher and rhetorician Themistius of
the fourth century (317-388 AD), which tells the story of receiving rhetorical edu-
cation by Eugenius, Themistius’ father, and Themistius himself. Themistius, in one
of his many speeches, says that he and his father Eugenius, who was also a famous
teacher of philosophy, received their education at the end of Pontus, near Phasis.
According to Themistius, it was a Hellenic place and a “Temple of Muses.”!

We have no reference today about the program or the language of instruction,
but Themistius calls the founder of Colchis’ Rhetorical School “wise” and “virtuous”
and compares Colchis to a culturally advanced Hellas. Of course, one could get ed-
ucation in Athens at that time, but there seems to have been a special rhetorical
school in Colchis as well. According to Themistius, at the Colchis High School of
Rhetoric, in compliance with the rules of neighboring barbarians, not archery, jave-
lin throw, or horsemanship were taught, but the pupils of this school used to master
rhetorical art and shined during Hellenic traditional celebrations. This reference is
essential as it indicates a thorough training in the Greek language of the educators
of the Colchis High School of Rhetoric and a their deep knowledge of classical Greek
literature.

According to Themistius, the Phasis Academy was not just an educational cen-
ter, as students from different countries, especially from the famous Hellas, were
apparently visited by their parents and companions, so the academy was also a
kind of educational and diplomatic center for our country which played a role in
regulating the relations between ancient Hellas and Egris.

It seems that Phasis Rhetorical School accepted the Greek-speaking youth. It
makes us think of today’s special training schools, because, according to Themis-
tius, the essence, aims, and activities of the Colchis High Rhetorical School were
not dissimilar to the ancient Greco-Roman rhetorical schools, and required that
an orator know, at the bare minimum, the views of Cicero and Quintilian. Like the
Greco-Roman rhetorical school, the Phasis Rhetoric School also taught literature,
astronomy, music, elements of mathematics, and the basics of philosophy and law.

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The rhetorical art was of great practical use in Georgia at the time. We mean not
only the educational activities carried out at those centers and the promotion of sci-
ence, but also as one of the necessary ways of promoting these centers as a means
of regulating public and diplomatic relations. According to researchers, this school
was most likely not the only one in Georgia, and that, alongside rhetorical schools,
elementary schools could have been in existence in different cities in Georgia.? Ac-
ademician Roin Metreveli believes, based on Ekvtime Takaishvili’s observations,
that we often find buildings near monasteries such as Opiza, Oshki, Shatberdi, Ber-
tha, Khandzta, and others, all of which were probably intended to accompany ex-
isting schools.® Although this is the historical reality of Georgia in the later period-
the eighth to ninth centuries-the foundation of those schools must have been laid
much earlier-probably at the early stages of Christianity in fourth to fifth centuries.
According to historical sources, the process of education in Georgia involved both
special schools and family education. Both the clerics and laymen received family
education. For example, in the fifth century, in the epoch of Vakhtang Gorgasali, the
king of Kartli, homeschooling was widespread, as evidenced in a collection of his-
torical works about Kartli life. More specifically, Juansher, the historian of Vakhtang
Gorgasali, tells us that “at that time Vakhtang grew up and learned the Lord’s every
commandment from Bishop Mikael.”* The 15 year-old Vakhtang was also brought
up and educated by philosophers: “Then the king, as aged and wise, and schooled
by philosophers as he was, conversed with grace to be heard.” According to re-
searchers, not one, but several teachers participated in homeschooling. The given
quotes confirm that serious philosophical education was available in Iberia both
through educational centers and families, but the schooling process was mainly
conducted at the schools of Christian churches; accordingly, philosophical educa-
tion was closely tied to churches and monasteries.

The sixth century is a qualitatively new step in the history of Georgian Church
and education, as at that stage, the foundation of monastic life and the principles
of Georgian Christian School was laid. Those who introduced the idea of monastic
life to Georgia and who implemented this lifestyle were Assyrian fathers who came
from Syria and established powerful church centers on the territory of Iberia, or
what was called at that time, the Kartli kingdom. The church centers were also the
educational centers.

We know about the lives of the Assyrian fathers because of several redactions,
such the “Martyrdom of Abibos Nekreseli,” by Arsen Sapareli (Arsen the Great), the
Catholicos of Kartli. Arsen II, who was also a Catholicos of Kartli, described the input

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of Saint loane Zedazneli as well as the efforts of his disciples Saint Shio and Saint
Evagre. The later synaxarion version must be the “Lives” of Saints Ise Tsilkneli, An-
ton Martkopeli and Joseph Alaverdeli. More information on the life of the Assyrian
fathers can be found in preserved ancient Georgian secular writings; we find refer-
ences to these fathers largely in the account given in the “Conversion of Kartli"-the
ancient Georgian folkloric literary work-and in the Continuation of life of Vakhtang
Gorgasali.® Itis curious to note that the first known mention of a textbook in written
sources appears in the life stories of the Assyrian fathers. For example, Shio Mgh-
vimeli wrote an original textbook for his students when they begged “to give them
instructions.” As a result, Shio wrote “one hundred and sixty enchanting and sweet
chapters of teaching” for them. Because of the close ties between Christianity and
schooling, this textbook served the interests and purposes of Christian schools in
Georgia at that time.

Christianity, which was (and still is) a globalist religion in early Middle Ages,
tried, in the first phase of establishing its own ideological beliefs, to maintain close
links between Christian communities and states, infusing each entity with the prin-
ciples of Christian schooling, teaching methods, teaching content, and subjects. It
appears that, from the very beginning of the eighth century, the hagiographic work,
“Martyrdom of Abo,” was used as a textbook, which means that hagiography must
have been one of the most important subjects of study along with the Divine Scrip-
ture. In his letter to the Catholicos Samuel of Kartli, loane Sabanisdze expressly
states that this book “should be presented in the Holy Church for all, who will be
after us”.”

One of the best examples of Georgian educational activity is the religious-philo-
sophical education center, founded in Palestine and Jerusalem by the well-known
Georgian ecclesiastical figure and philosopher Peter Iberi (Peter of Iberia), which
should be regarded as the center of higher education. According to Academician
Shalva Nutsubidze, the schools in Palestine and Jerusalem were epicenters of ed-
ucation, where young people of various nationalities mastered Christian philoso-
phy.® It probably was one of the first schools of higher education in the history of
Georgian pedagogy where philosophy was not taught for the sake of philosophy, but
for the sake of promoting tolerance. Here, the Georgians loane Lazi and Zachariah,
the Greeks loane and Rufus, the Syrian Serghios of Reshain, and others, worked to
merge the theological principles of Christianity with the principles of international
education, to further the development of political and cultural relations between
nations.

The Petre Iberi School is one of the examples of how our ancestors contributed

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not only to Christian teaching but also to the development of peace-regulating re-
lations between the empire and smaller states through the establishment of inter-
national centers of learning and education.

Many sources indicate that the sixth century was a stage characterized both by
transition and renovation in Georgian educational history. On the one hand, we
see the influence of the antique Platonic rhetorical schools in Western Georgia. On
the other hand, new church centers blossomed-these founded by Syrian Christian
fathers in Eastern Georgia, but which later adopted educational functions, too. In
historical works by Agathias Scholasticos (536-582), a Greek historian of the sixth
century, we find a reference to the brilliant oratorical speeches of Georgian political
figures like Aet and Partadze.’ Clearly, in the kingdom of Egris (Lazika), rhetorical
knowledge would not have been accumulated without links to the advanced Gre-
co-Roman educational traditions of those times. It seems that those traditions were
consistently and thoroughly absorbed from the well-known scholars of antiquity.
There is a strong indication that the traditions of the Fazis Academy continued in
Colchis into the sixth century, and that oratorical art was taken seriously there. A
second reference by Agathias Scholasticos indicates the influence of Greek schools,
as he describes, “The decorous people of Colchis, who had long studied the lan-
guage of the Hellenes.”*°

The formation of the old Georgian Christian educational system thus seems to
have begun in the fourth and fifth centuries and ended in the eighth and ninth cen-
turies. Initially, it was based on the main philosophical traditions of Hellenism and
the pagan era, but from the fourth to the sixth centuries, education was entirely
linked to Christian teaching, and so continued in that vein through the tenth cen-
tury. Significantly, this is the era that gave birth the Georgian philosophy of life,
encompassed by the idea of Messianism, which is characteristic of Christianity and,
especially, of Eastern Christianity. The Georgian Messianic Idea was based on four
well-known ideological postulates: first, that Georgia was a country of the Virgin
Mary, second, that the robe of the Lord was kept in Mtskheta, third, that the Geor-
gian Bagrations were of biblical origin, and fourth, that, according to “Praise and
Glory to Georgian Language,” Christ would judge mankind in the Georgian tongue
at the time of his Second Coming.

Thus, the first major religious educational centers were founded in the sixth
century by the Assyrian fathers-Shio Mgvimeli (meaning literally, “cave-dwelling”);
Shiomgvime Laura, founded by loane Zedazneli; Zedazeni Laura, founded by David
Garejeli; David Gareji Laura, founded by Abibos Nekreseli; Nekresi Monastery, and

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so on. These centers influenced the educational and cultural life of pre-medieval
Georgia and contributed to the development of Christian-philosophical thinking in
the country. The educational centers established in Georgia in that era were the
first Georgian Christian schools, and there are no references to secular schools in
historical sources. Accordingly, we can only talk about the places of study and ed-
ucation at church centers. However, up until the year 529, when all philosophical
schools were prohibited by the Byzantine Emperor Justinian’s edict, the ideas of
the secular Hellenic schools were presumably spread in Georgia, too.

In the old Georgian educational system, we should consider the great movement
in the eighth and ninth centuries as a separate stage of development - one which
envisaged the development of monastic life in Tao-Klarjeti** and the formation of
new centers of education. The movement was led by prominent Georgian religious
figure Grigol Khandzteli. His movement played a great role not only in the ecclesi-
astical, but also in the educational field.

Historical sources tell us that these parts of southern Georgia were called “Geor-
gian Sinai” because many important ecclesiastical-educational centers were found-
ed here by Grigol Khandzteli. For example, there is a famous Parekh school run by
Michael Parekheli. The Life of Serapion Zarzmeli, by Basil Zarzmeli, tells us that
famous historical figures such as Basil Zarzmeli himself, loane Zarzmeli, and others
were educated here. In the same period, the famous school of Opiza, where Giorgi
Matskvereli was brought up, operated. “He was brought up by the famed Opiza,” a
chronicler writes. It is noteworthy that the education of Beka and Beshken Opizars
is also related to the name of Opiza. In Kartvelology, it is thought that there was a
famous art school in Opiza as well, where these unsurpassed masters were raised.

The second phase of the great time of construction of church and educational
centers occured in the eighth and ninth centuries. At this time, Grigol Khandzteli
founded three monasteries and five convents. Among them, the monastic centers
of Khandzta and Shatberdi were prominent, both of which used to be not only ec-
clesiastical but educational centers too. The Khandzta School, which was led by
Grigol Khandzteli, occupied an important place in the education system, as many
outstanding figures started their intellectual life here, including the famous hagiog-
rapher of the tenth century, George Merchule.

[t is important that the ecclesiastical centers of Opiza, Midznadzori, Tskarostavi,
Parkhli, Khakhuli, Ishkhani, and Oshki were all engaged in great educational ac-
tivities. We have many historical sources corroborating this fact. For example, the
famous Shatberdi Collection was created at that time. It is considered to be the first
Georgian textbook-a collection of exegetical, hagiographic, hymnographic, and his-
torical works from various books. From this collection, we learn what was taught
in the schools of ancient Georgia: theology, hagiography, hymnography (music),

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astronomy, history, and arithmetic. In the era of scholastic domination, teaching
astrology was quite a bold behavior.

When we talk about the old Georgian educational centers, we of course can-
not bypass the ecclesiastical centers, which Georgians established abroad from
the eighth to twelfth centuries. Of particular importance in the history of Georgian
culture and education is the existence of the Athonite Iverian (Iberian) Monastery,
the Holy Laura of Saint Saba, the Jerusalem Cross Monastery, and other scriptori-
ums. In this matter, the work by Ioane and Eptvime, the founders of Saint Laura
of Athos on the Chalcedon Peninsula in Greece, is invaluable. According to Giorgi
Mtatsmindeli, because Eptvime knew that “the country of Kartli was experiencing
lack of literacy,” he worked hard and spent nights translating or producing origi-
nal works, then sent them to Georgia. Giorgi Mtatsmindeli himself worked for the
public good at Mount Athos, whose activity was described by his disciple Giorgi
the Small Monastic Priest.!? Giorgi Mtatsmindeli’s contribution to Georgian culture
and education is invaluable: he produced important works or translated from the
original exegetics and hymnography into hagiographic, apocryphal writing. In ad-
dition to his historical-hagiographic work, “Life and Work for the Public Good of the
Blessed loane and Eptvime,” Giorgi Mtatsmindeli translated works and wrote orig-
inal literary works in the liturgical field, such as “The Great Synaxarion,” “Gospel of
the Year Gathered,” “Paul’s Gatherings of the Year,” “The Complete Twelve Months”
(Georgian hymnographic collection with daily chants arranged in a yearly calendar
format), and more.”® Thanks to an initiative of Giorgi Mtatsmindeli, 80 (eighty) or-
phans were taken from Georgia to Byzantium for education. Giorgi Mtatsmindeli’s
diverse work has contributed to the rise of Georgian culture and education in the
following centuries.

Naturally, the broad movement aimed at the establishment of not only ecclesi-
astical but also educational centers in Georgia and abroad, was followed by an un-
precedented promotion of public thinking, which was reflected in the political and
cultural life of our country in the following epochs: the tenth and eleventh to the
thirteenth centuries. This was the golden age of Georgian political and cultural life.
In the tenth century, the basic plan (foundation) for the unification of Georgia was
laid down. Promoted to the respected disciplines of the culture were hymnography,
philosophy, secular poetry, historical writing, church architecture and painting, and
goldsmithing and vitreous enamel. The intricacies of the Georgian alphabet and cal-
ligraphy reached a new level. This era gave birth to more great thinkers and public
figure: loane and Epthvime the Athonites, Ephrem the Minor, Giorgi Mtatsmindel,
George the Minor Monastic Priest, loane Petritsi, Arsen Ikaltoeli, Sargis Tmogveli,

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Mose Khoneli, Chakhrukhadze, and Great Shota Rustaveli. This era also saw the
dawn of great politicians and commanders-in-chief, such as Giorgi Chkondideli, Da-
vid the Builder, Giorgi III, Tamar the Great, Shalva and Ivane Akhaltsikheli, Zakaria
and Ivane Mkhargrdeli, etc. The Gelati and Ikalto monasteries were also created in
this era. David’s historian even called Gelati “the Second Jerusalem.” Even now, the
church stands before the entire East like a second Jerusalem, a symbol of all that is
good, of instruction and learning, the second Athens, superior to it in its godliness,
an example and a model of ecclesiastical beauty.”** The success of the Gelati and
Ikalto monasteries was conditioned by the authority of loane Petritsi and Arsen
Ikaltoeli-they were educated in Byzantium and at the city’s Mangan Academy.

David’s historian tells us elsewhere, “He Decided to build a monastery in a beau-
tiful and perfect place, chosen by God’s divine grace. Here he erected, like another
vault of heaven, a temple, to the Blessed Mother of God. Its beauty and propor-
tions, the amount and the quality of materials, and its matchless ornamentation,
surpassed by far all that had been constructed before. Those who have seen it with
their very own eyes can bear witness to this®>.”

The Mangan Academy in Byzantium was one of the most important education-
al centers of the twelfth century. David the Builder appointed two Georgians who
were trained at the Academy-loane Petritsi and Arsen Ikaltoeli-to lead the Gelati
and Ikalto monasteries which he had founded. Vardzia Monastery became the larg-
est center of education in the following period. In general, education was given the
greatest importance in Georgia during this era.

Yet another significant figure in Georgia’s educational history is loane Petritsi,
active at that time in the Gelati Academy, introduced the ancient Neoplatonism into
Georgia and created a new Christian philosophy which fused together translations
of Aristotle, Nemesio, Emesel, Prokle Diadokhos, and other philosophers. In ad-
dition to his translations of these philosophers’ works, Petritsi established a new
level of Georgian philosophy based on a unique conceptual and terminological ap-
paratus.’® Two of loane Petritsi’s translations are preserved today: Nemesio’s “For
the Nature of Man” and Prokle Diadokhos’s “Elements of Theology.” Both texts are
accompanied by loane Petritsi’s general preface, commentary, and an epilogue.'”
According to scholars, the preface, comments, and epilogue of loane Petritsi are the

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basis of the glory that comes with his name*®.

The preaching of loane Petritsi’s ideas of liberty, humanism, and tolerance in
the Christian philosophical and educational system in Georgia gave rise to “The
Knight in the Panther’s Skin,” by the genius poet of Middle Ages, Shota Rustaveli.
This work was based on the principles of liberty, love, friendship, and tolerance and
is considered the peak (zenith) of Georgian poetry, philosophy, public thought, and
pedagogy in the feudal era. Epochally speaking, this era comprises the seventh to
the thirteenth centuries, after which Georgia’s “age of stagnation” in public thought,
political, and, cultural life begins.*

The era of Mongol rule, which began in Eastern Georgia in the thirteenth cen-
tury, saw the gradual increased supported for ecclesiastical centers in Northwest
Georgia. At the time, the region was relatively protected from enemy invasion. And
because of Mongol invasion, the scriptoriums of Bichvinta, Mokvi, Bedia, Likhni,
Shemokmedi, Martvili, llori, which preserved the epochal names of Nikoloz and So-
pron Gonglibaisdze, Daniel Mokveli, Anton Bedieli (Zhuanisdze), Kirilidze Zhuanis-
dze, Germane Chkhetidze, Evdemon Chkhetidze, and others, were strengthened as
places of fortification. Their legacies remain today in the names of The Mokvi Four
Gospels, The Bichvinta Four Gospels, numerous manuscripts and repoussé statues
of Bedia, Shemokmedi, and Ilori, while there merits are treasured in book ware-
houses and at a prominent ecclesiastical and educational center in southern Geor-
gia of the era of “stagnation,” called the Ali Monastery.

The era stretching from the fifteenth to the seventeenth centuries was a chal-
lenging time for Georgian culture and education; however, many historical and cul-
tural monuments reflecting the era’s struggles were added to Georgian culture and
education, indicating the nation’s great thirst for viability, self-preservation and
freedom.

The next great intellectual development was the Georgian rationalism, which
takes roots in the first quarter of the eighteenth century, and which relies owes its
flourishing to the educational activities of King Vakhtang VI of Kartli. In fact, this
movement should be regarded as an extension of the cultural activities initiated by
his grandfather, Vakhtang V. In order to revive the Georgian culture, Vakhtang VI
pursued a consistent policy: he founded a “commission of learned men” headed by
Monk Egnatashvili. The King himself and his mentor, Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani, were
members of the same commission, which was engaged in the great activity of trans-
lating foreign literature. At that time, world-famous works were translated, unique
works of fiction and history were created, and a printing house was set up which
published books, a necessary asset to accompany the increasingly literate educa-

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tion system. One of the first books published by the press was Shota Rustaveli’s
“The Knight in the Panther’s Skin.” At this time, the first Georgian didactic work-“A
Book of Wisdom and Lies”-was created by Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani. In 1711, “The
Teaching of a Disciple by a Preacher.” Vakhtang VI translated a textbook of astrolo-
gy and compiled a short course in astronomy-cosmography, explaining certain as-
tronomical terms and concepts.?°

The work of Vakhtang VI in the field of law is invaluable. He created a codifica-
tion commission and made a collection of previously existing Georgian and oth-
er laws. One part of the collection contains an introduction and seven legislative
monuments. The other part contains the law, created by Vakhtang Batonishvili
(Vakhtang VI).

The Law of Vakhtang Batonishvili was created as a result of rejuvenating an
old legislative legacy. It led to the critical incorporation of these old monuments of
Georgian state laws, as well as a whole series of novelty legislation, into contempo-
rary common law. The Law of Vakhtang Batonishvili spread and functioned in all
the kingdoms and principalities of Georgia and acquired the right of compulsory
force-a fact reflected in both judicial practice and procedural law.?! Vakhtang’s law
was in force even after Georgia’s unification with Russia, and up until the years of
1859-1870. According to documentary sources, it was considered legitimate law
for longest in the Abkhazian principality. It is noteworthy that the provisions of this
law were incorporated into Volume X of the Russian Code of Law.

Undoubtedly, in terms of educational and cultural development activities,
Vakhtang VI was the most cultured and educated members of Georgia’s royal dy-
nastic families, Bagrations, with his encyclopedic education and versatile gifts, de-
spite his tragic life.?

King Vakhtang attentively watched the well-known figure Pimen who, with the
king’s help, established a school in the Georgian regions of Guria for the children
of prominent families and lower social classes. Unfortunately, due to the Ottoman
assault, Pimen was unable to continue his activity in Guria and moved to the royal
court of Vakhtang VI in Kartli.

Conceptually, Georgian education and public opinion in the eighteenth century
was influenced by an amalgam of historical factors:

1. The rationalism of Vakhtang VI and the “Commission of Learned Men,” found-
ed by him, which created “New Kartli Life;”

2. The public work of Sulkhan Saba Orbeliani, his didactics (“A Book of Wisdom

and Lies”?*), and the dictionary;

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3. The great Georgian historian Vakhushti Bagrationi, who was the first to crit-
ically study Georgia’s ancient historical writing and who gave us the scientifically
revised history of Georgia-Description of the Kingdom of Georgia.** He also changed
the methodology and outlook of history: descriptions and analyses of historical
processes in his work are based on Georgia’s political history, ethnography, histor-
ical geography, chronology, and genealogy. He thus gave us a qualitatively differ-
ent-more comprehensive-work from the works of earlier eras.? Vakhushti is the
first Georgian historian to have created a geographical description of Georgia, the
Caucasus, and the surrounding countries with compatible maps.

4. The work of Anton I the Catholicos, who produced mainly poetic writings and
Spekali?s;

5. The thought of three historians-Sekhnia Chkheidze, Papuna Orbeliani, and
Oman Kherkheulidze. Although they are called “petite historians,” their references
to historical events are invaluable for further study. At the same time, these histori-
ans were expressing the essence of the Georgian public opinion in their era?;

6. The philosophy of Alexander Amilakhvari, who first attempted to establish
the field of political philosophy in a modern-day public mind.?

Erekle II paid much attention to schooling. In fact, after Vakhtang VI, education
became a matter of the government. Erekle’s educational policy was entirely based
on Vakhtang’s concept, but the constant pursuit of peace, foreign invasions, and
domestic problems left the king with a little chance of extending his educational ac-
tivities. Nevertheless, Erekle Il managed to open the Thbilisi seminary in 1755 in the
courtyard of Anchiskhati, with Philippe Kaitmazashvili at its head. The seminary
taught theology, grammar, literature, chanting, logic, physics, mathematics, histo-
ry, and so on. In 1782, the Telavi seminary was opened, which in 1782 was trans-
formed into a philosophical seminary that was led by Rector Gaioz. It is known
that the royal court of Erekle Il was a kind of cultural-educational center, where
Georgian, Azeri, and Armenian scholars as well as poets and writers worked for the
public good. Evidence of this flourishing atmosphere of cultural collaboration is the
Armenian poet Sayatnova, the patronage of Azerbaijani poets Vagif and Vidad by
the King, frequent visits of Armenian and Azerbaijani public figures, and philoso-
phers to the royal palaces of Telavi and Thilisi

In the era of Erekle, unique textbooks were written, georgraphy was taught

as a subject, whose framework was established by the great historian, geogra-

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pher, and thinker Vakhushti Bagrationi. The Telavi Seminary was led by the well-
known scholar David Aleksi-Meskhishvili, who was engaged in a fruitful scien-
tific-pedagogical activity. He taught grammar, theoretical physics, and ethics in the
seminary, but he was not satisfied with the official teaching curricula and expand-
ed his educational work by founding a literary-creative group. He is the author of
many unique textbooks, including Description of Neighboring Regions of Georgia,
Rhymed Grammar, Arithmetic, A Four-Part Teaching, Originals of Georgian Writing,
and more. He compiled a list of manuscripts known as “The Catalog of 1810.” He also
created the second bibliographical work “For Translators of Ancient Georgians,”
which contains information on ancient Georgian writers and translators. According
to David Batonishvili, under the order of King George XII, the Rector inspected the
schools of John the Baptist, Kaloubani, Sioni, Kashveti, Mtskheta and Anchiskhati.
This means that the school system in Georgia in the eighteenth century still existed
alongside the church, but it was controlled by the royal authority.

The activity of Catholicos Anton I is invaluable for Georgian culture and edu-
cation. He left a rich philosophical-theological and literary legacy, created unique
works, and so on. Anton I contributed to the creation of calligraphy schools, librar-
ies, theaters; the development of painting, poetry, and other fields of art; advo-
cated strongly for education; with the help of Erekle II, he gradually transformed
semi-private diocesan lower schools into state-run schools; and he took partin the
establishment of seminaries in Tbilisi (1755) and then in Telavi (1782). Together
with Erekle II, he set up projects to establish three higher education institutions
in Tbilisi, Gori and Telavi. He himself took up the task of writing textbooks; for this
purpose, he drew on his own original book, Georgian Grammar, translated books,
and the works of various authors in the fields of logic, metaphysics, physics, and
other disciplines.

Thus, if we look back at the history of the ancient Georgian Christian education,
we can identify some of the great events and prominent historical persons, who
took the epochal steps in difficult circumstances, and who managed to establish
sustainable and developmental principles. Freedom, tolerance, and cultural identi-
ty became the main tenets that comprised the philosophy of life for Georgians, who
struggling to rescue their statehood and identity.

In view of the above, the events of epochal significance in the history of ancient
Georgian education can be presented chronologically as follows:

1) The activities of Petre Iberi and Assyrian fathers, and the establishment of
monastic centers by them;

2) The large monastic construction, initiated by Grigol Khandzteli and the or-
ganization of large monastic educational centers in Tao-Klarjeti;

3) Establishment of ecclesiastical educational centers abroad and cultural- ed-
ucational activities of the Mtatsmindeli Fathers-Athos loane, Epthvime, Giorgi;
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4) David the Builder, who founded the Gelati and Ikalto Academies, both ex-
tremely important for the world at the time, both led by loane Petritsi and Arsen
Ikaltoeli, who were educated at the Mangan Academy;

5) Promotion of the church centers of Western Georgia-Mokvi, Bedia, Likhni,
Martvili, and Bichvinta-which were especially strengthened after the Mongol ap-
pearance in Eastern Georgia;

6) The rationalism of Vakhtang VI and his activities towards cultural revival
and identity;

7) The educational policy of Erekle II.

As for the successful activity of Erekle II in the second half of the eighteenth
century, in our opinion, this was a kind of expansion, albeit a brilliant one, of cultur-
al-educational activity begun by Vakhtang VI. But by the end of the eighteenth cen-
tury, the foreign situation around Georgia-the political trap created by the Russian
Empire-finally destroyed Georgia’s statehood and cultural-educational system. We
became victims of the Russian colonial system.

If we summarize the short history of the development of education in ancient
Georgia, it is clear that, in large part, the Church wielded power over education; but
under a developed state and strong royal authority, it was led by secular authorities.
However, throughout the history of Georgian education, the ethnopsychology of
the nation, which has always resided in a geopolitically difficult region, remained
unchanged: at all times and at all stages, the Church and secular authorities, both
the nation and the monkhood, sought to build peace through education, culture, and
tolerance in order to preserve life, culture, identity, and statehood.

The following nineteenth century is an age of different educational aesthetics,
make starker by the Georgian’s struggle for self-preservation, for cultural identity,
and for the protection of national consciousness. The nineteenth century is a cat-
egorically different stage in political and cultural-historical terms, in the Georgian
educational system and in the history of Georgia in general. The political situation
in Georgia at the beginning of the nineteenth century demanded that the education
system developed throughout the previous centuries must change. The abolition of
the kingdom of Kartli and Kakheti by the Russian Empire, the usurpation of power
in the Georgian kingdom-principalities, and the abolition of the autocephaly of the
Church of Georgia have long hampered the process of establishing and developing
a national education system.

Like in medieval Europe, educational centers in Georgia existed alongside mon-
asteries. Elementary education classes and even higher education institutions op-
erated side by side with church centers. This system has not undergone a change in
Georgia for centuries. Establishment of secular schools took place relatively earlier
in Europe, but in Georgia, even during Russia’s occupation of Kartli and Kakheti,
the education system was tied to church life. The abolition of the autocephaly of
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the Church of Georgia in 1811 led to the abolition of these schools, but in return,
the empire offered nothing to the Georgian people except two Russian-language
schools which were only a convenient means for the nation’s Russification.

Since 1801, the Noble School has been a continuation of the Georgian educa-
tional work in Georgia. The first attempt to make Russian a common language in
Georgia was the two-grade boys’ school, opened in 1802, where the language of
instruction was only Russian, and teachers were invited from the Russian chancel-
lery. The Russian-language school became alien and unacceptable to the Georgian
community, and the school soon ceased to exist. It was restored in 1804 by the
initiative and care of the governor-general Pavle Tsitsianov (Tsitsishvili) and was
called the “Noble School.” All the important events in the life of the country were
reflected in the history of this school. The Noble School was the only secular school
in Georgia for 26 years.

The first principal of the school was Alex Petriashvili. With the help of gover-
nor-general Tsitsianov, he managed to invite worthy teachers to the school, to pro-
vide it with the necessary literature and inventory, and to enhance the quality of
learning. He made the Noble School a significant educational institution. The situ-
ation changed during the time of Alexander Tormasov, the new governor-general,
who intended to transform the Noble School into a military school. Alex Petriashvili
strongly disagreed with the prospect, but his opposition proved futile, and in 1810
he refused to be the principal of the school.

At first, the noble school was a two-grade school. By 1823, it had already become
a six-grade school. And in 1830 the Noble School of Tbilisi was transformed into a
gymnasium (the equivalent of a college-preparatory school). Solomon Dodashvili
and Dimitri Kipiani, fighters for Georgian national identity, worked at the school
and advocated for calling it a gymnasium; however, since it was not a Georgian
school, we cannot speak of it as part of the Georgian educational system.

The Russian Orthodox seminary was opened in Tbilisi in 1817. The establish-
ment of such seminaries and institutions furthered the policy of Russification,
whereas the establishment of Georgian schools was not in Russia’s interest.

The abolition of local royal authority and the forced exile of Russian dynasties
and church officials in Russia had a profound impact on Georgian social and politi-
cal life. This led to the non-systematic struggle against colonialism of the Georgian
nation during the first half of the 19' century, while planning for restoring its abol-
ished statehood. In attempts to actually enact this restoration of autonomy, speech-
es were given in protest of the unequal struggle between Georgia and Russia’s colo-
nial power. Meanwhile, revolts broke out in 1802, 1804, 1812, 1819-1820. In addi-
tion, there was the conspiracy of 1832 and the uprising of 1840. All of these violent
events snatched away the lives of some of the nation’s greatest fighting progeny, a
sort of “lost generation,” whose loss greatly reduced the lost generation. It was nec-
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essary to develop a new policy to fight against the empire. The changed socio-polit-
ical life demanded a change in the educational methodology of the Georgians-one
that would help in the fight against Russian colonialism and Russification.

The fight against Russian colonialism with weapons and swords proved impos-
sible to win-shown by the armed protests of the 1860’s. The struggle against the
huge Russian colonial system required other methods and means, which were intro-
duced by the Tergdaleulebi (literally, “those who tasted the water of the Terek Riv-
er,” referring to the young people educated in Russia and Europe in the nineteenth
century). The Tergdaleulebi opposed Russian imperialism using their education;
they adopted the traditional Georgian method of struggle to revive and preserve
national consciousness and cultural identity. It was a new way to approach the fight
against Russian colonialism-one that Ilia Chavchavadze and his associates based
on the historical challenges that followed the first Russian occupation of Georgia.
The Tergdaleulebi strategy was based on three main national values: motherhood,
language, and faith. These three values became the sole basis for a range of activ-
ities that would elevate Georgia in the ranks of the contemporary civilized world.
As a result of the great efforts of Ilia and his fellow fighters, the Local Bank for the
Nobility was created in 1875, which provided the largest financial assistance for
all major cultural and educational institutions in Georgia. In 1877, the modern and
liberatory periodical Iveria was published, which would come to be one of the main
sources for Georgia’s national, spiritual, and intellectual enrichment for three de-
cades. With the publication of Iveria, a unified Georgian communication field was
created and became a guarantee of national self-awareness, national dignity, and
national self-consciousness. In 1879, the Society for the Spread of Literacy among
Georgians was established, whose main activity was to educate people previously
disenfranchised from the Georgian education system. In 1881, Ilia Chavchavadze
established the Georgian Drama Society, which became a cultural institution, and
which intended to create a Georgian national consciousness in the arts.

We will speak in more detail about the activities of the Society for the Spread of
Literacy among Georgians in later, relevant sections.

The overarching mission of the Tergdaleulebi was the national and social liber-
ation of the Georgian people. They were well-versed in the thought and ideology of
Russian and European political and public figures and of the ongoing political pro-
cesses in the world (Hegelian dialectic). According to their program, their primary
task was to gain autonomy from the Russian Empire and then to create an indepen-
dent nation state. The issues involved in such a strategy were discussed in articles
published by the Tergdaleulebi. The work of the Tergdaleulebi coincided with the
unprecedented strengthening of the Russification policy. The Russian authorities
even sought to ban the word “Georgia” in the press. The press could only mention
the region by referring to it as the “provinces” of Tbilisi and Kutaisi.
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In the Georgian society of that time, the idea of introducing a book specifically
about the Georgian alphabet and how to teach and learn it was was unheard-of -
founding a literacy society to educate the peasantry was even more so. But both
ideas had strong support from the Georgian people. The originators of the idea for
aliteracy society took hold in a core group, but especially matured in home of loseb
Mamatsashvili, where the leading Georgians used to gather. They included Iakob
Gogebashvili, Dimitri Bakradze, Dimitri Muskhelishvili, Konstantine Mamatsashvi-
li, Gege Maghalashvili, Vakhtang Tulashvili, Anton Purtseladze, among others. Niko
Tskhvedadze and Giorgi loseliani joined the group in 1870.

The first (constituent) assembly of the Society was held on May 15, 1879. Dimitri
Kipiani was elected the first Chairman of the Society and the Board of Management,
[lia Chavchavadze as Deputy Chairman, and Niko Tskhvedadze, [akob Gogebashvili,
Ivane Machabeli, Alexander Sarajishvili and Rafiel Eristavi as the members.

After the exile of Dimitri Kipiani in 1882 and his assassination in 1887, Ivane
Bagration-Mukhransky (1882-1885) was in charge of the society. Ilia Chavchavadze
held the post from 1885, and was unchallenged as chairman until 1907. The society
opened schools, published textbooks and other papers, collected old manuscripts
and folklore materials, and started maintaining important historical sites. The So-
ciety’s main concern, still, was the proliferation of education throughout Georgia.
The members of the newly elected board under the chairmanship of Ilia Chavcha-
vadze were: Akaki Tsereteli, lakobGogebashvili, Giorgi Kartvelishvili, Giorgi lose-
liani, Aleksi Mirianashvili, Niko Tskhvedadze, Vasil Kipiani, Ekaterine Gabashvili, A.
Cholokashvili, Anton Purtseladze, Alexandre Chkonia, and others. [ona Meunargia,
Grigol Kipshidze, Alexandre Sarajishvili, and David Karichashvili served as secre-
taries of the society during this period.?’

Charity events, performances, lotteries, and other events were held in Tbilisi,
as well as in other cities and suburbs for the benefit of the public. Many Georgian
writers have dedicated their writings to the public. The well-known Georgian Mae-
cenases and brothers Zubalashvili and David Sarajishvili made a huge investment
in the Society. The Tbilisi Real Estate Bank, whose founder and chairman was Ilia
Chavchavadze, invested 11,000 rubles toward the founding of the society; the Ku-
taisi Bank donated the same amount of money, of which 8,000 rubles were deposit-
ed in Kutaisi to serve the Georgian Noble School. It is a well-known fact that lakob
Gogebashvili spent much of his income on literacy and the education of the poor
youth. Akaki Tsereteli also contributed much to the Society for the Spread of Lit-
eracy Among Georgians. In 1885, Niko Dadiani gave his private library to the Soci-
ety, while he also opened several schools in Samegrelo that helped to preserve the
Georgian language, since Samegrelo was a place in which (as with most of Georgia)

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the Russian language was becoming increasingly dominant.*® Although the society
existed only until 1923, it created a rich history of Georgian education throughout
its lifetime.

The Society for the Spread of Literacy among Georgians has become a key pillar
and has provided the foundation for the values that can be called the “educational
aesthetics” of Georgia in the second half of the nineteenth century. The Society is
also an exemplary model of the struggle for self- preservation through peace, as
it envisioned the survival and revival of national mentality and cultural identity
through education. The strategy was successful: after overcoming national nihilism
and fashionable imperial ambitions, the idea of university education emerged in
the Georgian society, created by the great Ivane Javakhishvili.

Where does the idea of national university education come from and what was
Ivane Javakhishvili’s University Paradigm based on?

Although the idea of a university emerged in Europe with the founding of the
University of Bologna (1088) and Paris (twelfth century), and although the Mangan
Academy (855/1054) is sometimes regarded as the first university in the world, “a
national university in Europe appeared in the early nineteenth century; its sym-
bolic date can be considered 1810-the founding of the University of Berlin. Here,
national University implies the concepts of national culture and national education.
National culture imitates ecclesiastical law by creating its own national law that
includes national heroes instead of saints, such as, national writers, art represen-
tatives, philosophers, and sometimes even “national” saints, for example, Jeanne
d’Arc-Joan of Arc”.3!

And since “the center of the national law is mainly literature and philosophy,
accordingly, in the nineteenth century the center of law was philosophy in Germany
and literature in England”. The concept of the English university was defined by the
litterateur Matthew Arnold, and the German University by the linguist and philos-
opher Wilhelm von Humboldt. It led to the characterization of philosophy-orient-
ed German universities and literature-oriented English universities around nine-
teenth-century Europe®.

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These national universities existed in the West until the end of World War II,
which gave rise to a crisis of these types of universities, becoming especially notice-
able in the late 1960s. Bill Ridings called this crisis “the university in ruins.”** The
crisis ends with the emergence of a new type of university, which we might call a
“post-national university.” Today in the West, it is generally accepted that this type
of university is predominant. But what about the Georgian university, which has
been engrained and controlled by Russian and Soviet ideology since its founding?
Today, 102 years after the founding of the Georgian University, can we talk about
what our university paradigm was founded on? If, in Europe, and in Germany spe-
cifically, the university was defined by the philosopher Wilhelm von Humboldt and
in England by the litterateur Matthew Arnold, the concept of the National Geor-
gian University was introduced by the historian Ivane Javakhishvili. The fact that
the idea of founding a Georgian university came up in the circle of literary writers
who attached particular importance to history and was carried out by a man who
was himself a historian, highlights that the founding of the Georgian University
is intimately tied to the country’s historical conflicts. In our opinion, the answer
to why the Georgian University was founded is singular: Russian colonial policy,
which was characterized by denial and disrespect for the Georgian state, its culture
and history, and the deliberate policy of Russification.?* In the second half of the
nineteenth century, in the context of Russification policies, “the importance of his-
tory for deepening national self-consciousness, as well as for the impact on mental
characteristics of the nation, was undoubtedly appreciated by lakob Gogebashvili,
Vazha-Pshavela, Akaki Tsereteli, Ilia Chavchavadze and others.”* From this concep-
tual point of view, that assessment was also important. Thus, the paradigm of Ivane
Javakhishvili’s concept of university education was based on the history of Geor-
gian state law and culture.

On July 7, 1930, a resolution was passed by the Council of People’s Commissars
of the Soviet Socialist Republic of Georgia which led to the reorganization of Tbilisi
State University. The University was disbanded into several higher education insti-
tutions. Throughout the Soviet Union, a battle was declared against the so-called
“Kondratevshchina.” It was a struggle for the Soviet authorities with untrustworthy
scientists. On December 13, 1930, the Rector of the Pedagogical Institute (which

was part of the University), Ivane Vashakmadze, started to rebuke Ivane Javakhish-
vili and his school at a specially convened session (such a meeting was held three
times, on December 13th, 14th and 17th).*¢ Finally, on May 28, 1931, by order of the
People’s Commissar of Education, Ivane Javakhishvili was fired from the Universi-
ty?” In 1933, the University was restored and Ivane Javakhishvili was reinstated.
But after 1936, a new phase of the struggle against Ivane Javakhishvili and the Uni-
versity began during the rectorship of Karlo Oragvelidze.

The meeting of the University History Faculty Board?*® on March 23, 1936, heard
a report by Karlo Oragvelidze, in which the author “exposed” Ivane Javakhishvili’s
“bourgeois-nationalist school” and once again prepared the ground for his dismiss-
al from the university.* However, the sect of the Board advocating for proletariat
dictatorial ideas failed to dismiss him then.

We think this was not just a fight against Ivane Javakhishvili and his works, but
it was an attempt to destroy a free space - the university education. In this respect,
it is noteworthy that since 1928, after Ivane Javakhishvili, all the rectors of the uni-
versity — Tevdore Glonti, Malakia Toroshelidze, Ivane Vashakmadze, Alexander Er-
komaishvili, Levan Aghniashvili, and Carlo Oragvelidze - were shot between 1937
and 1938 - before David Kipshidze. Among them were also Ivane Vashakmadze and
Carlo Oragvelidze.

Ivane Javakhishvili and the university he founded were unacceptable to the So-
viet authorities, because Javakhishvili’s concept was formed during the ideological
struggle against the Russian colonialism. This fact reaffirms that the Soviet Union
was the genetic successor of the Russian Empire and a state with a more advanced
Bolshevik worldview.

Regardless, long after the Soviet occupation of Georgia, Soviet Russia failed to
catch the Georgian University in the tongs of Bolshevism. As already noted, there
were even attempts to abolish it. Despite the terror of the 1930s, the university
managed to preserve the core educational concept developed by Ivane Javakhish-
vili. Such loyal adherence to Javakhishvili’s ideals is why the Tbilisi State University
has been a flagship of not only Georgian education and science for decades but also
the lodestar for the country’s struggle for freedom.

However, it must be noted that although Soviet ideology influenced the devel-

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opment of certain specific disciplines of study within the Georgian University, be-
cause the Russian university (including the Soviet educational system) was based
on a German model (or rather Prussian) of education®, the Georgian University was
able to maintain its national image under acute ideological pressure. * Of course,
like Western national universities, Georgian universities had to face a post-national
crisis-one which began relatively later in Georgia than in Europe.

The crisis of Georgian national universities has been brewing since the early
1990s and continues to this day. Georgia universities have taken many useful steps
to overcome the crisis, such as joining the Bologna Process, introducing the Eu-
ropean system of credit transfer and accumulation, increasing their involvement
in international projects (including EU projects), forming alliances with Western
post-national universities, and others. Despite these steps, the crisis in Georgian
universities has not yet been overcome. There remains a need to reform the entire
educational system, including Georgia’s universities.

At such a pivotal time, a new concept, a new strategy is needed to extend the via-
bility of the Georgian university space and education system. One (and not the only
one) mechanism for overcoming this crisis may become the format of “University
Diplomacy.”

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UNIVERSITY DIPLOMACY: ANEW FORM OF
INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS AND A NEW KIND OF
DIPLOMACY

University diplomacy for sustainable peace building

Conflicts play an important role in the history of mankind. From the nineteenth
century onwards, and especially in the twentieth century, one form of conflict-that
between nations and ethnic groups-has become widespread in international pol-
itics. We argue that the misinterpretation of the “right of self-determination” as
established during the era of decolonization, played a major role in this process.
Therefore, all ethno-political conflicts have an extremely complex nature, which for
the most part is linked to a nation’s aspiration to establish a state.

For Georgia, along with other circumstances, the country’s advantage - its geo-
strategic situation - has become an obstacle. The reason is quite explicable! On the
threshold of the transformation of the post-Soviet space, each and every Georgian
government has failed to:

1. Find a suitable place for the country’s natural-historical function and take ad-
equate steps to realize that function and meet the demands of the time.

2. Identify in the prospective destiny of Georgia the traditionally involved exter-
nal factors and the inherent confrontational forces, and to envisage the interests of
major geopolitical, geo-economic, and cultural-civilizational centers, transnation-
al corporations, political systems, and the world’s dominant and regional leader
states (in short-term or long-term perspective).

3. Recognize that, due to the contradictory nature of certain states, the territory
of Georgia is insufficient space for for the main countries, forces, interests to con-
verge, especially to bring them in line with their Georgian state interests.

Georgia is not an autonomous, isolated, locked-in system. It is at the intersection
of geopolitical, geo-economic, and military-political interests which are not only
Georgian, but which are pertinent to the South Caucasian and united Caucasian
socio-cultural and political space. Determining our destiny and realizing our state
goals-the restoration of unity and territorial integrity in the first place-requires
going beyond the borders of the country. The problems are regional and even glob-
al in scope. Solutions depend not just on Georgia or its neighbor Russia, which still
occupies 20 percent of our country.

Since the era of the Great Silk Road, the region and its key strategic locations (ex-
isting or potential energy sources, trade routes, etc.) have been a place of confron-
tation between Russians, Europeans, Turks, Iranians, Chinese, and others, includ-
ing most recently Americans in relation to the formation of the New World Order of
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the late 20th and 21st centuries.

As a consequence of inefficient and inconsistent policies of Georgian govern-
ments in the recent past, the confrontation with the energy-empire, the Russian fac-
tor in the international system, the increased interest the Middle Eastern countries,
the international community could not/did not realize the real reasons behind the
mines laid against national sovereignty by the Soviet Empire in our country (as well
as in other countries in the post-Soviet space), or the reasons for “ethnopolitical
conflicts,” later turning them into a global problem.

Although the United Nations has attempted to pursue a status quo policy in the
post-Soviet countries, it apparently, due to insufficient motivation for the problem-
atic Georgian state (the reason is primarily on us), because of only formal interna-
tionalization of the internal and political conflict, the United Nations did not turn
out to be ready to resolve the conflicts in the post-Cold War period in Georgia, that
is in Abkhazia (1993), South Ossetia (2008).

It is well known that inter-ethnic relations are distinguished by their high con-
flict bias. And when it comes to political errors, their explosive potential increases
several times over. The collapse of the Soviet Union, not only within post-Soviet
countries but also internationally, has led to cardinal shifts. It was a time when
the authorities of individual countries had to pursue the most correct and moder-
ate policies, replacing ” Marxist internationalism” with national ideology in order
to create a sense of united statehood, especially among the ethnic populations of
Georgia. Unfortunately, under the leadership of Zviad Gamsakhurdia, the eternal
idea of Georgia-the consolidation of the nation around freedom and a sense of uni-
ty-was briefly ended by a military coup. But in the civil war the anti-state groups,
governed by external forces, both ethnic and political, fought each other for the
sake of material gain and power. Against this backdrop, the perception of Georgia
as a national political body often turned into a conflict between armed groups, tai-
lored to their own personal interests. Certain forces have used the current situation
for ethnic confrontation and conflict. Part of them created armed conflicts within
the country under the veil of political ideologies. Though Georgia has been able to
overcome clashes between the illegal groups and the state with difficulty, ethnic
conflicts remain the most acute problem to date.

Since 1993, the UN Security Council has adopted dozens of political resolutions
on the issue of Abkhazia, expressing support and respect for the principle of Geor-
gia’s territorial integrity and the unconditional return of the property of Internally
Displaced Persons (IDPs). Here we mean the nonrecognition of the so-called elec-
tions held by the Abkhazian separatist government, etc.

The UN Security Council also laid the groundwork for a UN Observer Mission in
Georgia. “The Group of Georgian Friends of the UN Secretary-General” has been in
operation since 1997, comprising the United States, Germany, Great Britain, and
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France.' The aim of this group was to resolve the conflict in Georgia peacefully by
means of increased international engagement.

In addition, in accordance with the ceasefire agreement between Georgia and
Russia of August 12, 2008, on October 15 of that year, the Geneva international ne-
gotiations format was established. It is co-chaired by representatives from the UN,
EU and OSCE and is held between the parties to the August war between Georgia
and Russia. Representatives from the USA are involved in the talks, as well as the
Chairman of the Government of the Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia, Head of the
Interim Administration of the so-called South Ossetian Autonomous Region, and
representatives of the occupational and de facto regimes from Abkhazia and the
Tskhinvali region.

The Geneva talks aim to develop complex security mechanisms and security
guarantees for the region as a whole, including the Georgian-Abkhaz and Georgian-
Ossetian confrontation zones, which in itself means taking into account the inter-
ests of the Abkhaz and South Ossetian sides and defining their individual share of
responsibility.

The current multilateral international format, where Georgia is not a minori-
ty and Russia has a dialogue with the Georgian side in the presence of our allies
and strategic partners-the Americans and Europeans-has created a situation where
“everything is in order outwardly”. However, in reality, the international discussion
has failed to start the process of de-occupation, which was the main goal. The rea-
son for this delay is not the fault of the mediators or in their failure to fulfill their
obligations, but in the unjustifiably exaggerated expectations that were falsely es-
tablished by the former authorities and the so-called elites in order to escape their
responsibilities.

Thus, the urgent task is not to abandon these major international formats or
replace them, but to change existing formats (in addition to creating new ones) and
thereby achieve a new understanding of the problem and increase the efficiency
and productivity of the format. By this we mean an increase in the status of the
current format instead of relying on recommendations of working groups that have
no obligation to act, etc.

Though “peace is best provided by force that can influence the state’s calcula-
tions,”? two important circumstances are worth considering.

First: “Georgia, even today, as for centuries, stands at the crossroads of
civilizations. Its geopolitical, geo-economic, and cultural-civilizational situation

is constantly conditioned by crossing of interests of other states. Therefore, the

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tasks facing the country and the pursuit of national interests require extraordinary
prudence and effort. And in order for Georgia to be able to fulfill the key tasks it
faces, it must take into account the political balance of forces in the region and in
the world.”®

Second: In the calculations of the great states we should have a position of
so-called aggregated structural force, not of absolute force, which is directed not
against absolute forces but against forces mobilized around a particular issue.

The Western political establishment has proposed a new format of securing
world peace and prosperity in the form of “scientific diplomacy.” It is based on
world experience and, above all, in parallel with the resolution of scientific-tech-
nical and economic problems in modern international relations. It is intended to
build trust and engagement in a process of cooperation.

Global practice shows that the proposed models of conflict regulation, based on
international organizations, governmental and non-governmental resources, and
unplanned and uncoordinated activities of the state, still have not overcome the
current “deadlocked” political conflicts. Examples of such conflicts are Abkhazia
and the Tskhinvali region (Georgia), Mountainous Karabakh (Azerbaijan), Transd-
niestria (Moldova), Bosnia, Herzegovina, Kosovo (former Yugoslavia), Kashmir (In-
dia), Cyprus (Greece, Turkey), Taiwan (China), Hong Kong (China), and South Tyrol
(Italy), etc. If we do not want Georgian state politics to imitate the style of avoidance
of real problems, we have to reason philosophically instead of dramatizing the cur-
rent situation. This kind of approach will help us identify the primary task: “what
we need” and “what malady we suffer.” The main problem is how to find a way out,
which mainly depends on strategic thinking by the Georgian people and its author-
ities, on our own prudence and efficiency.

In fact, there are two ways to resolve the conflict: forceful and peaceful. But we
the Georgians are not faced with a choice. We just don’t have it! Peaceful coexistence
is the only means of ensuring the country’s integrity. Before making a choice what
to do, it is necessary to properly state a new goal for the state, to justify its need,
its benefits, including for the outside world, and to formulate a consistent, strate-
gic plan of action (program-project), compatible with the current goal, necessary
outlook and existent conditions. With presently available resources (institutions),
this cannot be done. Therefore, we think that a new, nonpoliticized institution, an
intellectual resource is needed, which will complement the chosen strategy of con-
flict resolution in the field of politics, and promote the understanding of the need
to improve relations (even if this serves our own pragmatic interests) between the
opposed parties.

The path to building our statehood happens to be Georgian-Abkhazian, Geor-
gian-Ossetian, and multi-ethnic. This path today involves education as a process of

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systemic actions, via its highest peak-science as the true source of objective knowl-
edge, and via the motivated, pragmatic, and healthiest part of this society, our next
generation-youth.

The institution that comprises them-education, science, and youth-is an edu-
cational institution. It is able to not only meet these requirements (surely, without
any harm to itself) but to create the free basic space for generating and forming
universal values and to become the starting point for a peaceful resolution to the
conflict. Yes, the university-the basic space for generating and forming universal
values, synonymous with education, science, culture, human traditions, progress,
civilization and, most importantly, freedom everywhere and at all times.

The idea of the university’s mission includes the principles of freedom, secular-
ism, democracy, tolerance, and so on. It was on the basis of these liberal values that
a common European consciousness, the civil society, industrialization, moderniza-
tion of the economy, and the improvement of public welfare took shape.

The world’s centuries-long experience confirms the university as an elite hub of
education. [t combines historically accepted traditional knowledge and modern in-
novative approaches. It helps overcome universal problems and the contradictions
between generations, and between the actors of different interests;

It is an institution connecting key beneficiaries, the students and teachers, and
issuing from a subjective and profitgaining objective and pragmatic position; it nat-
urally procreates the opportunities for their cooperation and exchange of infor-
mation between them, synergizes interests, ensures the realization of continuity
principles.

Is The university is characterized by the highest achievement of mankind-the
key concepts of practical philosophy and human politics, and the core values of
Western thought, such as personal and scientific freedom. This implies the possi-
bility of utilizing university or academic freedom, without which creative thinking
is impossible.

The university enjoys public trust and expectations of a historically established
institutional unit. It is focused on the formation of a civil society of the future that
can determine the fate of the state and people according to national values. It is a
solid foundation for education along with other opportunities, such as the acquiring
information, generating and disseminating new knowledge, identifying and imple-
menting individual skills, facilitating critical, creative, strategic, and genuine state
thinking, and forming correct, knowledge-based visions, relevant to time challeng-
es, It is an instrument of progress and continuity in which the middle class and the
elite are formed, national culture is developed-first and foremost in the country’s
youth; and more importantly, it is a place where the zeitgeist is felt and “seeking the
truth as a prerogative of a human, independent individual” takes place.*

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Under current conditions, based on the new understanding of its function, and
through a new mission, the university creates an opportunity to become the center
of the country’s continued progress, education, culture and social life, subject to
international informal policy, which, together with an active discussion of modern
theories developed in international science schools, presents to the public the proj-
ects, based on interdisciplinary research, alternative recommendations for resolv-
ing problems, including territorial integrity, etc. Of course, since its inception, the
university has positioned itself as a universal educational hub, without which any
kind of social success and the right perspective for development are unthinkable.
It was in the bosom of the university that the idea of forming a “new Europe” was
born. But factually, there are serious problems in Europe and in the world at large,
which unfortunately cannot be resolved by existing approaches. The fact is that the
university as such is not fully functioning today; it does not form a unified vision
of problems and does not offer a mechanism for overcoming problems. We think it
can be explained as follows: Our understanding of the university, or its capabilities,
is exaggerated; the university (Education and Science) is “lagging in time, and as a
product of change, is failing to become a major social political force, being unable
to meet modern challenges.

Therefore, it is necessary to further modernize the university. The university
has the resources to develop and the opportunity to create new practices, using
existing lore and scientific methodologies. Unfortunately, however, to deal with
modern problems and internal transformation, this is not enough. It is necessary to
determine what kind of problems we are dealing with. Generally speaking, when it
comes to global problems, meaning the conflicts (inter-ethnic, political, pseudo-eth-
nopolitical, military, social, religious, economic, etc.) in the first place, which is not
surprising since modern conflicts are the most large-scale events having a negative
impact on social life. We do not mean identifying the reasons for a specific conflict
such as our local problem, but generally the basis for all kinds of conflicts; that is
to say, identifying the beginning of all confrontation-alienation between countries,
with a view to its elimination.

The task is very complex and requires not only the knowledge and experience
of the university or the deepening of same, but also the essential transformation
and emergence of new science as new knowledge. Unfortunately, today’s univer-
sity does not have the resources or the capability to operate independently. More-
over, to our surprise, today the idea of the university itself is in crisis and needs
to be updated with innovative ideas relevant to time and development-oriented
action. Considering the elementary truth, which is a necessary condition of the law
of nature, only two entities can give new life, if necessary, in case of their necessary
compatibility, by “pairing.” Who, or what can be a healthy, university-compatible
thing that, with its inimitable and inexhaustible opportunities like university, justi-
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fies its existence, has a rich past and future, enjoys high authority and only positive
expectations of society, associated with peace and the art? To answer this difficult
question, we must go beyond our goal (and generally the biggest problem of con-
flict resolution). It is a fact that the basis of all conflicts is common to all, and must
be sought in the alienation of relations. We mean relations between people, social
groups, institutions, and countries.

Thus, resulting from the importance of conflict resolution and the mission and
common goal of university, who can become the most important partner of the
university? It can only be diplomacy. Although, like the university, diplomacy has
lagged behind time in spite of modernization, but as the art of relationships, it has
the potential to bring diplomacy (peaceful negotiations) to a high scientific level.
And it can be realized only in university.

At this point we will briefly discuss diplomacy. We have already noted in the in-
troduction to this work that “diplomacy” is one of the most complex and also most
important areas of human social and political activity, which has helped to pave the
way for the overcoming of difficult and challenging developments.

Much has to been written about diplomacy and a lot will be written about it in
the future. Despite divergent views on the subject, it can be said with certainty that
in the modern era the importance of diplomacy is increasing and its scope is ex-
panding. The fact is the world has never been so dependent on strong, predictable,
consistent, unified standards and criteria for diplomacy as it is today.

Diplomacy is as old as foreign relations and the existence of foreign policy. -The
word diplomacy is of Greek origin and means two paired slats or small boards in-
scribed with the word “diplomacy,” which were given to ambassadors to identify
them as carried out their missions.

The word diplomacy has been gradually refined in substance and its place and
purpose in state policy has become clear as it has acquired the function of one of
the most important roles in international community, i.e., the proper implementa-
tion of a state’s foreign policy goals and objectives.

In modern international relations, there are three meanings of diplomacy:

1) The conduct of relations between states and other entities by official agents
with a reputation in world politics through peaceful means. This is the broadest
understanding of this term®.

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3) To conduct international relations in the way they are used in everyday sense
of the term. Hadley Bull cites Sir Ernest Satoo’s well-known definition in this re-
gard: “Diplomacy is the use of intelligence and tact to govern relations between the
governments of independent states, which sometimes extend to relations with the
vassal states of these governments; or, to put it more briefly, the conduct of activi-
ties between states through the methods of peace™®.

In our case, the subject of special interest and study is diplomacy as an instru-
ment of Georgian foreign policy, for negotiating peacefully, protecting the rights
of its citizens and the interests of the country. More precisely, it is the science and
art of negotiation, or simply the art of doing business, conducting and handling
political negotiations both inside and outside the country. While diplomats are con-
cerned about armed conflicts between nations, their activities differ from those of
military operations and are of a peaceful nature only. In particular, it seeks to find
common ground between the parties and to resolve conflicts only through negotia-
tion. “Diplomacy holidays are called war,” the result of diplomacy failure is conflict.
Peaceful resolution of conflicts, reconciliation of different, often diametrically op-
posed interests, restoring broken equilibrium between stakeholders, and ensuring
their cooperation constitute key to diplomacy.

Today, public interest in diplomacy and foreign policy is significantly increasing.
Its principles, methods, and means of implementation have been cognitively and
emotionally accessible to the public because of their free access to information. As a
result, this field is of particular interest to the masses. In general, interest in politics
and public involvement deepened the democratic principles of states, made pub-
lic institutions stronger and more independent, and shaped modern civil society,
which in turn led Western civilization to economic and political success.

The fact is that the political system left without the control and involvement of
civil society may find itself in a difficult economic situation within the country as
well as in captivity of obligations to other states or international organizations. In
such a situation, the foreign policy of the state will not be effective and therefore
no party policy and preelection program will be considered complete. For a small
country like Georgia, it is vital to form a foreign policy vision within the country
and a diplomatic guide to its implementation based on democratic principles and
vertical statesociety relations.

Studies show that globalization and digital technology development processes
are restricting the use of traditional professions. However, the importance of such a
“conservative” profession as diplomacy is growing. A new political reality is emerg-
ing: the growing importance of uniform rules of conduct for all players (regardless
of their size and power). However, particularly difficult for Georgia is the fact that,

as aresult of the open attack on these rules, there are already two ongoing conflicts

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in the 21st century on European soil. These are the conflict in Georgia that began in
2008, and the conflict in Ukraine that began in 2014.

Diplomacy should not be left behind by the dynamic development of society,
which is associated with the unprecedented intensification of international rela-
tions, not just as regards official talks, but with the development of new forms and
methods of interaction between peoples. These processes lead to the emergence of
new types and forms of diplomacy. Anyone who evaluates, understands, and uses
these processes in a timely manner will possess a whole new set of leverage effects.
Information is transmitted over thousands of kilometers in real time, instantly be-
coming the property of millions. As a result, today, every citizen has his or her own
views on diplomacy, as well as on domestic, foreign and global policy issues.

Diplomacy is important for all countries without exception, and especially for a
state like Georgia. We refer to the breaking of diplomatic relations with our strong
neighbor the Russian Federation a permanent member of the UN Security Council
and the temporary occupant of part of our land. This is the difficult reality in which
our country has to defend its sovereignty, independence, and territorial integrity.

However, Georgia has its own advantages: historical justice and international
law, the pillars of the modern world order. While it is good to have these advantag-
es as a resource, there is a need to create an opportunity to use them. Otherwise
the resource may work against the interest of our country (that has happened to
us many times). The need to realize this goal reveals the indispensability of strong
diplomacy.

We should also take into consideration that using only traditional methods and
forms of diplomacy, it will be difficult to deal with the problems and challenges we
face in the international arena.

Georgia has established authority primarily in the region as one of the distinc-
tive geostrategic (geopolitical, geoeconomics and culturalcivilizational) countries
of the South Caucasus and part of the “Great Caucasus.” Georgian diplomacy has
attempted to pursue a longterm, balanced, and recognizable policy. However, the
potential for further advancement will be severely restricted if Georgian diplomacy
is limited to traditional methods and practices.

Georgia has made a statement that it would defend its interests only through
peaceful means, without the use of military force.” This means that, for the primary
task of restoring the country’s integrity, resolving existing conflicts and the complex
geopolitical, geo-economic, military-political and other problems associated with
them, the country will have to use only “soft power,” including active engagement
of diplomacy. The current situation makes us rethink our attitude toward diploma-
cy, think about its new forms and methods, strengthen the coordinating role of the

state, and ensure coordinated work by all institutions (including educational and

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non-state components) to make the most of the best intellectual and professional
resources available in the country in the field of diplomacy. We must train high-lev-
el specialists (including from regions not currently controlled by Georgia), who will
be “armed” with both fundamental theoretical knowledge and practical diplomatic
skills. To develop mechanisms for the pursuit of common interests and the peaceful
resolution of conflicts, diplomacy was formed on the basis of public demands. As a
result, the following fields have emerged: political, economic, cultural, and recently,
technological and digital. Also, new forms of diplomacy have emerged: interstate,
scientific, public (people’s), commercial, medical, multilayer, publicist, artistic, tour-
ist, even football diplomacy, etc.

Public diplomacy is a relatively new phenomenon, which has gained particular
prominence in the 21st century, as political elites have concluded that political and
economic diplomacy fails to deepen and harmonize relations between different so-
cieties. Public diplomacy has made it possible for the wider public to access both
economic and cultural exchanges between countries, which in turn has made the
relationship between the countries more humane and centered on the common
good. One of the most active and effective forces of public diplomacy is the stu-
dent body. Student mobility in different countries is focused on sharing education,
exchanging cultures, tourism, as well as attracting both economic and financial re-
sources in the research and education spheres.

- Economic Diplomacy means using all possible instruments of the economic
spectrum of the country, of course, taking into account its national interests. Eco-
nomic diplomacy can encompass all major international economic activities of the
state.

- Cultural Diplomacy is a type of public diplomacy and ‘soft power’ that in-
volves the exchange of ideas, information, art, language, and other cultural aspects
be- tween nations and societies, to promote mutual understanding and coopera-
tion. The goal of cultural diplomacy is to bring together peoples of different cul-
tures to understand common ideals and institutions in order to create broad sup-
port among countries for economic and political purposes.

- Multitrack Diplomacy implies an abstract way, considering the process of
inter- national peace establishment real. In multilevel diplomacy all sectors of so-
ciety are important; they need to be heard, included, and encouraged; they need to
be understood in the analysis of a united conflict and in its peaceful resolution, first
of all in order to prevent or end any violent conflict. It is a chain of interconnected
activities carried out by individuals, institutions, and community groups that are
simultaneously carried out in real life and aimed at establishing peace in the world;

- Commercial Diplomacy involves the use of commercial interests and large
enterprises by the government to influence the foreign policy agenda. Commercial
diplomacy is based on promoting domestic and foreign investment and product
development.
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- Citizen Diplomacy is a political concept according to which citizens are in-
volved in the process of national representation. When formal communication
channels are not appropriate or desirable, civil diplomacy being an ideal means of
maintaining relationships between the parties. Citizen-diplomats may be students,
teachers, athletes, artists, businessmen, tourists, peace activists. They have a re-
sponsibility to engage in mutually beneficial, productive relationships with the rest
of the world and engage others in it.

- Big Stick Diplomacy is associated with Theodore Roosevelt’s quote from an
ancient African proverb: “Speak softly, hold a big stick and you will go far.” It was
foreign policy, later called the Roosevelt Corollary. The Roosevelt Corollary claimed
that the United States had the right to extend “international police power” to the
Western Hemisphere. This meant that other countries would not have the opportu-
nity to interfere in the Western Hemisphere and threaten US security. Specifically,
this concerned the conflict between Europe and Latin America in the early 1900’s.
Finally, the phrase “big stick” was used to refer to foreign policy negotiations under
diplomatic guise and backed by threats of possible use of military force.*

- Scientific Diplomacy is the closest to the university form of diplomacy, so we
will devote more space to it.

From the point of view of scientific diplomacy, it is noteworthy that lately there
has been an active conversation in the process of establishing the country’s polit-
ical agenda, involving the scientific community giving recommendations to polit-
ical elites, which is a necessity. It is an important resource for constructive inter-
national partner relationships between people to resolve conflicts and achieve a
sustainable peace-building process, which in the process of building a suistainable
peace can become scientific, but inferior force to assist the state: “to ensure its own
safety and to prevent, divert, or destroy the threats to its security,”*! in order to be-
gin a dialogue between the parties and facilitate the process of conflict settlement.
Strong states do this, but we must not consider strength to mean only the coun-
try’s military potential. We should also consider intellectual, scientific, and tech-
nical progress, new technologies, sustainable economic development, geopolitical,
geo-economic, culturalcivilizational factors and so on. According to Thucydides,
the powerful do what they have to do, and the weak admit what they have to put
up with.”? Small states (‘large’ and ‘small’ are conditional concepts) should be able
to identify mechanisms that will help them to prosper and tackle national-state
security problems. And as part of this process, for the small country, peace and ed-
ucation must become a mechanism for resolving political problems.

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Scientific Diplomacy is an opportunity to use cooperation, knowledge and ex-
perience of the leading countries of the world to address scientific potential, solve
complex problems between nations, and build constructive international partner-
ships.® The definitions of scientific diplomacy focus on its three types: 1) “Science in
Diplomacy” means addressing foreign policy tasks with scientific and technological
advice; 2) “Diplomacy for Science” means promoting international scientific cooper-
ation; 3) “Science for Diplomacy” means the use of scientific cooperation to improve
international relations between countries.'

Scientific diplomacy can be defined as an international, interdisciplinary and in-
clusive process that seeks to balance national interests with what benefits every-
one on earth. Discussing global issues has shown the value of science for modern
civilization. In particular, it was decided that the political establishment was ready
for the actual implementation and practical application of scientific values, and to
incorporate science gradually into the format of scientific diplomacy. Political es-
tablishment, for its part, has made it clear that it is necessary to use scientific re-
sources effectively for peace and prosperity of mankind.

Science in diplomacy can also be viewed as a scientific policy that allows pol-
icymakers to make decisions based on existing information related to science,
technology, and innovation. Diplomacy for Science and Science for Diplomacy is
about promoting cooperation between nations to both aid scientific progress and
improve relations between nations. Scientific diplomacy is not new, but it continues
to develop in areas that require international cooperation, including medicine, the
environment, nanotechnology, space, and alternative energy.*®

For its part, scientific diplomacy moves in different directions: scientific
progress, economics, politics, sustainable development, and so on. For example,
when states sign a cooperative agreement on fisheries management or infectious
disease monitoring, they need scientific expertise. When scientists pursue complex
multidisciplinary projects in astronomy or physics, it contributes to scientific
progress, and when diplomatic agreements on management and funding are created
or political relations between the two countries are strained or disrupted, joint
research efforts will allow them to maintain diplomatic conversation and gain each
other’s trust.

In a modern globally interconnected civilization, the recommendations of sci-
ence to the foreign ministries of different countries should become one of the solu-
tions to existing problems. It deals with the most important issues, means of im-

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pacts and resources between nations, such as the situation across their borders,
within and beyond borders. Foreign ministers should become “evidence brokers”
in science and technology advisory?®, that is to say, starting from 2014-2015 in the
field of scientific diplomacy they have been using the advice of specialized scientific
advisors in the process of developing, planning and implementing the policies of
the world’s most advanced countries'. In our opinion, this experience should defi-
nitely be shared.

Scientific diplomacy recognizes the fundamental importance of science and
technology for further development of our global, interconnected civilization. That
is why the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy at Tufts University as well as
the International Institute for Applied Systems Analysis (IIASA) jointly invited the
foreign ministries of foreign affairs in Vienna in October 2016 for an international
dialogue on science and technology consultations. Vienna was chosen because the
headquarters of the International Institute of Applied Systems Analysis is located
here. This dialogue is known as the “Vienna Dialogue.” Diplomats from more than
twenty countries participated at Vienna. The dialogue reiterated the need to estab-
lish a “knowledge platform” between countries.

Back in 2014, the International Network for Government Scientific Advice (ING-
SA) was set up to discuss the use of scientific evidence to inform policy at all levels of
government. In other words, the world’s leading countries agree that the role and
significance of science in political and non-political issues, human security, and the
maintenance of peace is of crucial importance. At this time Georgia stands apart
from these processes, and our government agencies are still uncertain about what
is happening in terms of making use of the world’s scientific potential. This leads us
to to the following questions: How much are we connected to these organizations?
Do we get anything from them? Do our ministries use the scientific potential of
domestic and foreign affairs?

As the resources available within the framework of scientific diplomacy include
one essential segment of university education, viz., science, and as university life is
a combination of the two main paradigms of learning and research, teaching and
science, scientific diplomacy leaves the most important resource in the process of
conflict resolution, such as the learning process and its most important subject, the
student youth. That is, scientific diplomacy is not focused and does not recognize
the importance of the organizing force on which a healthy future of the state is to
be built.

We believe that no form of diplomacy taken separately-neither university nor

diplomacy-will manage to create new universal knowledge and become the man-

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aging center for conflict that has the power to respond to fundamental challenges
- conflicts, and remain adequate timewise.

Time is a product of change (and not vice versa); it does not come, but passes
away; those who linger in expectation of better times will witness the arrival of bad
times. Modern processes - globalization and the technological revolution - have led
to an accelerated rhythm of life, a radically different pace of life, where the danger
of conflict, (it does not always have a negative connotation - rarely, but allows for
social transformation) is immeasurably greater. In the historical context, in parallel
with the conflict, there have been and still are universities and diplomats who, sep-
arately dichotomously, only more or less perform their functions, but fail to meet
the challenges of the time. But it is the “interdisciplinary” connection between the
university and diplomacy that enables the emergence of new theoretical-method-
ological knowledge that offers a new fundamental paradigm for conflict resolution,
shifting the focus of the university from theoretical to practical knowledge. The
university will not enter into a conflict or bring it into the university space, which
will escalate it (as before), but will introduce only the “topic” for its further neutral-
ization. The approach will allow us to shift the problematics of the conflict from a
confrontation between the theory to a practical discourse and to develop the nec-
essary methodology that will most effectively respond to the conflict and serve to
resolve it.

The new approach, organic link, the new format of theoretical construction cre-
ates an opportunity for its own reasons, all active stakeholders, including the gov-
ernmental structures (without which conflict cannot be resolved), as well as our
church, NGOs, international organizations and civil society to enter the university
space. Most importantly, each of them will naturally satisfy their healthy interest
in space.

We need to bring diplomacy to the university and give it a duty that will serve,
first and foremost, state interests-the unity, integrity, freedom, prosperity, and as-
surance of a secure future for the country. In doing so, diplomacy can play a key
role in fostering new, harmonious relationships between societies (both within and
outside the country). We mean, in general, diplomacy as a whole, not its types or
forms that are already operating separately in the light of problems.

Diplomacy and the university, separately, are monocyclic in nature, which means
that they are unable to create a system that enables a unified approach. That is why
we have introduced University Diplomacy, which is more than just a separate univer-
sity with isolated diplomacy functions. It should be seen as an innovation that does
not deny or disparage the above mentioned or other forms of diplomacy, but rather,
their coexistence and coordinated work in integrating official policy direction can be-
come a prerequisite for the irreversibility of process recovery with the involvement
of stateminded government, civil society and the international community.

We think that at the intersection of modern global and local (regional) processes,
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where Georgia has found itself because of historical circumstances, we cannot limit
ourselves to forms of diplomacy, including scientific diplomacy (that is a closed
academic space). While discussing and resolving political problems, we must
work out a new, unpolitical, authoritative, science-humanist, and youth dialogue
mechanism in a particular area. To this end, it is advisable to consider University
Diplomacy as a new form of international relations and a new form of diplomacy (in
allits facets. Its main difference and advantage are that it allows for the integration of
more resources, primarily the studentyouth of the university. The university of course
is an institution that links ethnic, intellectual, and sociocultural values in the process
of building trust and peace.

Therefore, taking into account the experience of scientific diplomacy, a systemic
approach to conflict resolution and the new paradigm that “university diplomacy”
enables is a broad, large-scale and effective strategy. It combines peace initiatives
and scholarly academicism with the involvement of the healthiest and pragmat-
ically minded, next-generation student-youth community in the peace-building
process. It also presents itself as a universal unifying form of soft policy, a new
space-environment of “happy reconciliation without profane assault and enslave-
ment” (Ilia Chavchavadze), in which healthy forms of soft power, such as public,
scientific, cultural, ecclesiastical, medical, economic, sports, tourism, diplomacy,
and others coexist and co-operate. Together with them, University Diplomacy can
overcome such a vital and necessary problem that still awaits resolution.

University Diplomacy is related to such important categories as University and
Diplomacy. With their organic fusion, equal interests and parity accord a whole
new phenomenon is emerging. We have not united university and diplomacy un-
der the syntagm “university diplomacy” in a random way. Its content-the “inner es-
sence” (university and diplomacy separately) creates the “outer essence” (universi-
ty and diplomacy together) as an inexhaustible peculiarity. In its two-dimensional
essence, it contains unique and unused problem-solving and self-regulating oppor-
tunities. In this context, we offer a historical excursus on university and diplomacy
as instruments and not as a set of words, but as a new phenomenon of “soft power.”

University Diplomacy is more than isolated functions of a separate university
and a separate diplomacy. It should be seen as an innovative direction that does not
negate or diverge from the forms mentioned above, especially the Scientific Diplo-
macy offered by our European scientists.

University Diplomacy implies separate elements of the above mentioned and
other types of diplomacy, and like two “paired slats,” with the coherent merging of
university space and diplomacy, knowledge and politics, it gives it a new look and,
moreover, creates a new qualitativeness.

University Diplomacy as a positive concept, an effective and innovative method
of communication between stakeholders, interdisciplinary union of science - sci-
entific diplomacy and scientific center - University, the philosophy of synergy and
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love between generations, human attitudes, is logically accurate, completely free of
ambiguity.

More specifically, there is a new unified type of diplomacy and peace education
that is universal and implies the use of an existing, yet unused resource , i.e., aca-
demic and scientific (university) potential. The opportunity exists to create a qual-
itatively new format of peace-building in the university space, which, based on an
alternative peacediplomatic language and scientific dialogue, will promote a trans-
formative approach, namely:

First, establishment of a culture of peace in the public consciousness and its
dynamic vision, restoration of real trust, understanding of the protracted conflicts
(neither peace nor war), systemic scientific perception of peace and its achieve-
ment, understanding of the importance of interdependence at the psychological,
social, spiritual, economic, military and other levels.

Second, identifying the causes of conflicts, eliminating fears, studying, analyzing,
and evaluating the interests of those involved and other stakeholders, including
coherence and stimulating change processes from positive to negative.

Third, teaching peace as a process, democratizing the peace process, excluding
the use of any form of violence, developing an understructure of understanding,
and creating a positive, constructive attitude;

It will contribute to the generation of a scientific platform that will provide a sol-
id foundation of identifying and defining the thinking orientation of a new Georgia.

The generation and popularization of a concept based on the principle of maxi-
mum consensus, the socalled common ground. should further define the form and
content of a national consensus document, and understanding and aligning the func-
tions of the university and diplomacy, thereby creating a model (algorithm) that en-
hances and creates new relationships between them and provides a solid prospect
for a peaceful resolution of the conflict, etc.

In fact, the university can be the center of intellectual independence in which
thinking transfers academic excellence to diplomacy. “Thinking” and “Existence,”
that is, university and diplomacy, their union, trough power ‘borrowing’, power ‘ad-
dition’ and their cooperation, complement and condition each other. Thus, by com-
bining academicresearch and sociopolitical activities and by promoting healthy,
socially relevant intellectual processes, the university can become a continuous
creative thinking center for peace processes and sustainable peace. University Di-
plomacy is a unique, viable method of conflict transformation, a means to bring all
sorts of confrontationconflict to a nonviolent, peaceful condition.

We should acknowledge University Diplomacy as a conceptual and method-
ological novelty of moving to a qualitatively new dimension of public development,
based on the spirit of “happy reconciliation without profane assault and enslave-
ment” (St. Ilia the Righteous) of conflicting interests in society, which serves to reg-
ulate the peaceful and existing public conflicts.
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LET’S LEARN PEACE

(Two estates of one hub - Abkhazian State University and Sokhumi
State University)

The product of the author’s reflection and his deliberation-the new concept and
innovative idea of University Diplomacy-was first voiced and interpreted at Sokhu-
mi State University. Actually, this happened at the highest educational and scien-
tific research center, having centuries-old general Georgian educational tradition
- the legal successor of the first higher education- al institution of the Autonomous
Republic of Abkhazia, part of Georgia - Sokhumi Pedagogical Institute, founded in
1932 (since1979 - Sokhumi/Abkhazian University). The university is based on the
common spiritual and intellectual values of the Georgian and Abkhaz peoples, the
national and universal values of sustainability of multicultural systems. It is actual-
ly one of the living, key, effective, viable organizational structures, connecting Ab-
khazia. It is a given that not only influences but determines its fate and purpose.

The strategic significance, special status and exclusive social mission of the
Sokhumi State University, sharing the fate of the Georgian state itself (both being
the “victim of politics”) is not restricted by its educational function; besides the
advantage, it has the historical responsibility not only for its own destiny but for
the country’s unity. The university will never trigger the expectation that will go
against the state interests. If there is anyone around who might imagine the con-
trary, we are going to frustrate their anticipation.

Although the goal of the university (like other institutions of higher education
in Georgia), by way of international standards and actual internationalization, is its
organic integration into the common European educational space. In addition to
its key educational function - the task procreated by the purpose - is the transition
from “negative peace” to “positive peace.” This requires the university to maintain
and strengthen its skill at self-regulation, maximize its intellectual resources, per-
petuate its strategic-ideological role of the teacher of peace and, most importantly,
embark on specific actions dedicated to the solution of our main problem- conflicts,
both the internal ethnic and ethnopolitical ones. Hence, as a minimum, the univer-
sity should take care of:

- Identifying the university’s special mission, its additional and specific profile,
determined by the destiny of the niversity, and identifying its strategic function, its
purpose and philosophy, as well as defining its purpose and the means of its reali-
zation;

- Researching and lobbying for peace as a value without any alternative-based
on scientific dialogue, providing multi-profile peace education, and conflict regula-
tion as a scientific discipline. Modernization of educational space and its involve-
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ment in the peace process.

- Legitimization of its temporary existence in the capital of Georgia - Tbilisi,
which will serve to increase the profile of the university and deepen its internation-
al public relations, which in turn eliminates the avoidance of the issue of Abkhazia
and ensures the permanence of its topicality.

It is exactly Abkhazia (along with the so-called South Ossetia) that constitutes
the main challenge, which gives the Georgian state (the now bisected, but logically
integrated organism) an opportunity to become one of the most active geostrategic
players by means of widening the space and geographic range for action, so that
it may acquire an actual function (certainly international), to create a need in its
being around, to change the world’s attitude towards itself and to alter what, politi-
cally speaking, happens to be a given right now in the country. The reason is easy to
see, and that is the only theme which begets the opportunity to meet the necessary
demands, both inside and outside the Georgian state, namely:

a) Even in the absence of the Georgian national idea and unified national con-
sciousness, the university is capable of morphing into a perpetual Georgian idea of
unity, integrity and freedom, turning itself into a unifier of all Georgian powers and
bringing into the country’s political field the Georgian diaspora.

b) The university can give a viable-and by no means formal-function and mean-
ing to the United Nations resolutions and the documents of other international
organizations as well as to various international formats, related to the issues of
Abkhazia (as well as South Ossetia).

We must in the first place look for the opportunity of conflict prevention and
peace in Georgia, in the historical perspective on which these conflicts are based.
The pages of the history of Abkhazia and the so-called South Ossetia give us a cer-
tain chance to clarify where and when, and at what point in history, we had made
a mistake. And also, along with our mistake, there might be some other things that
have instigated the mentioned conflicts and built the trap in which we-Georgians,
Abkhazians and Ossetians-have found ourselves in.

The geographical boundaries of toponym Abkhazia” have changed over the cen-
turies, with foreign sources calling Abkhazia first “western Georgia” and later, “the
entire Georgia.” The territory of modern Abkhazia was represented in the united
Georgian Kingdom by three territories: the Abkhazian Principality, the Tskhumi
Principality, and one part of the Odishi Principality. Consequently, the territory of
Abkhazia has not been inhabited by a single and homogeneous population for cen-
turies. Historical sources confirm that Georgians and Abkhazians lived together in
one space for centuries.

The problem of the ethno-genesis of Abkhazians proper still causes differences

of opinion, not only in Georgian historiography, but in general.!. We believe that this

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problem should be studied along with the issue of the ethno-genesis of Georgians,
because today we are faced with two different ethnopsychological peoples, which
for centuries have been in one geopolitical, geo-economic and cultural-civilization-
al space, building one state and culture. [t would not be correct to say that we lived
side by side. No, we lived together, which led to the fact that we have Abkhazians
with Georgian surnames and, conversely, Georgians with Abkhazian surnames.?

It is noteworthy that Georgians have always referred to them as “Abkhazians”
by the ethnonym, but at the same time Abkhazians were listed in Georgian histor-
ical sources alongside other groups of Georgians. In this regard, the description of
the Georgian army by the historian is interesting: “Heretians and Kakhetians; after
those - Georgians (Kartlelians); then come - Meskhians and Torelians, Shavsh-Klarj-
Taoians, followed by Armenians; and next are -Abkhazians and Suan-Megrel-Guri-
ans with Racha-Takuer-Margvelians™.

[t is noteworthy that one of the copyists of “Life of Kartli” of the late feudal pe-
riod, at the place where King Lasha-Giorgi is mentioned, makes an insertion that
Lasha “is translated into the Apsar language as the light of the country.”* Here, in-
stead of “Abkhazian,” the ethnonym “Apsari” appears (Abkhazian self-name from
“Apsua”). It is considered that the use of “Apsar” instead of “Abkhazian” by the au-
thor of the insert was not accidental, because in the late feudal period, the content
of Abkhazia changed from the 16th and 17th centuries. They have already changed
culturally. Early Abkhazians were among the founders of Georgian culture; and
they were culturally and historically Georgians. The later Abkhazians differed from
the early Abkhazians, primarily in terms of their conversion from Christianity. Ear-
ly Abkhazians were Christians, farmers, very familiar with the Georgian culture
and language; later Abkhazians became pagans and followers of cattle-breeding,
mainly as a result of the migration of new population from the North Caucasus,
i.e. the alienation of the population of Abkhazia took place after a large part of
the population began to settle and the local population took refuge in Samegrelo,

North Caucasus in the XVII century, and according to the third part, ethnogenesis of the new nation in the XVII-
XIX centuries was based on the assimilation of the old Abkhazians and the Apsua tribe. We will not discuss these
views, we will briefly formulate our version.

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Guria and Imereti® i.e. the alienation of the population of Abkhazia took place after
a large part of the population began to settle and the local population took refuge
in Samegrelo, Guria and Imereti. Vakhushti Bagrationi, an 18th-century Georgian
historian, points to the migration of the population and the introduction of new
elements into the northwestern part of Georgia: “At that time, there was great fear
in Odishi due to the Abkhaz invasions”. And the Patriarch of Jerusalem Dositheus
(1669-1707) wrote with heartache that the Abkhazians had destroyed the Dadi-
ani domain, “the churches and monasteries were devastated: Mokvi, Khopi, Kiachi,
Zugdidi and the whole country from Dioscuria to Hipius and Phasis” (from Sukhu-
mi to Tskenistskhali and Rioni). “Dadiani was so helpless that he could not force the
Abkhazians to leave.” The same author writes elsewhere: “There was big plague, as
described before, in Odishi, brought mostly by the Abkhaz who sailed in boats and
brandished the swords, taking people captive and conquering the lands up to the
banks of the Egrisi River, and settled there, with Christian clergy no longer around
in Drandi and Mokvi.”®

As for the census results, Abkhazia, as with all Georgia, is characterized by a
multinational population. The earliest demographic statistics for this historical re-
gion are the 1886 family lists compiled by the Russian Empire. According to the
lists, 68,773 people lived in the Sukhumi district of Kutaisi province, of which 4,166
were Georgians (3,558 Megrelians), 28,323 Abkhazians, 30,640 “Samurzakhanoe-
lians”?, 2,149 Greeks, 1,090 Armenians, 1,090 Russians and 637 Estonians.

According to the 1897 census, Abkhazian was the native language of Abkhazia
for 58,697 people, Megrelian for 23,810 and Georgian for 1,971. Greeks, Russians
and Armenians made up respectively 3.5%, 2% and 1.5% of approximately the
100,000 population of the Sukhumi district. According to the 1917 description of
the Provisional Government of Russia, 41.7% (54,760) of the villagers in the region
were Georgian and 30.4% (39,915) were Abkhaz.

According to the 1989 census, there were 525,061 people living on the terri-
tory of the Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic of Abkhazia, including 239,872
Georgians, 93,267 Abkhazians, 74,913 Russians, 76,541 Armenians, and 14,664
Greeks.According to the 2011 census conducted by the separatist regime, half the
number of people lived in Abkhazia as before the 1992-1993 war. There was a to-
tal of 240,705 people, including 46, 367 Georgians, 122, 069 Abkhazians, 22,077
Russians, 41,864 Georgians and others. Even a simple revision of these statis tics
unequivocally indicates a catastrophic decline in the Georgian population and an
“artificial increase” in the Abkhazian population. In our interest, of course, we wel-

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come the demographic growth of Abkhazians, but if the number of Abkhazians is
right, then not a single Abkhazian man was killed in the 1992-1993 war, and we are
dealing with a demographic explosion or a new “settlement: after the war.

We have a different history with South Ossetia. How was the so-called “South
Ossetia” formed in Georgia? As mentioned above, the settlement of foreigners on
the territory of Georgia was a long and quite difficult process and was caused by
various circumstances. The settlement was carried out by Georgian kings in order
to involve them in defense structures and increase taxes, to increase the number
of slaves at the request of local feudal lords, thanks to the policy of the Shah of Iran
and the Ottoman sultans, Russian officials, on their own initiative, and so on.

Among the settlers on the territory of Georgia were found the largest number of
Ossetians from the North Caucasus. In the 13th and 14th centuries, the Ossetians
living in the North Caucasus faced serious problems, first as a result of the inva-
sion of the Mongols, and then Tamerlane. They were gradually expelled from the
lowlands of the North Caucasus by the Kabardians, and found themselves trapped
entirely in low-lying and barren mountains.® Ossetians soon settled in the valleys of
Digori, Alagiri, Kurtati, and Tagauri, on the lands settled by Veinakhs and partially
Dvals earlier.

Dvali lived between Ossetia and Georgia for centuries. They occupied the area of
about 500 sq. kilometers from the left bank of the Tergi (Terek) River to the spring of
the Ardon, in the Nar-Mamison Cave, and six valleys (Zakha, Nara, Zramaga, Zrogo,
Zhgele, and Kasri). Dvaleti (later Magran-Dvaleti) was ecclesiastically subordinate
to the Bishop of Nikozi and had long been an integral part of the Georgian state.

As a result of the Ossetian rule, a significant part of the Dvali migrated to differ-
ent parts of Georgia-Shida and Kvemo Kartli, Imereti, Racha and other places, and
those who remained on the ground were assimilated with the Ossetian population,
as the migration of Ossetians to Shida Kartli was mainly done through Dvaleti. The
assimilation of the Dvali was intensified by the Ossetians in the 15th and 16th cen-
turies, after the Kabardians occupied the territories of historic Alanya and expelled
the Ossetians.

The whole territory of Dvaleti was seized by the Russian authorities in 1859 and
taken away from Georgia and annexed by Ossetia (actually by Russia)’.

The fact that Ossetians had not been native to these areas for a long time is
confirmed by the fact that, according to the censuses of 1804 and 1817, they were
mainly registered as drifters and did not have their own real and movable property,
did not for a daily wage, were exempt from taxes, etc.

Most of the emigrants immediately became involved in economic and political
life. For example, they were actively used by King Erekle II in the construction of
defense structures and in the army on duty, and so on.

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After the establishment of the Russian power in eastern Georgia, this process
became even more noticeable. For Transcaucasian Ossetians, relations with Geor-
gia were extremely important because they got hold of goods and items they need-
ed by working for wages there. Some of them returned, but most of them stayed.

Ossetians in the occupied territories soon began to convert or change Georgian
toponyms, which was often deliberate e.g. This is how ‘Brut-Sabdzeli’ became -
‘Bur-Samjeli’, ‘Bagini’ — ‘Bagiati’, ‘Dudeti’ - ‘Dodota’, ‘Khtsve’ - ‘Khvtse’, ‘Bjiskhevi’
- ‘Sbaidoni’, ‘Giorgitsminda’ - ‘Isakkaud’, “Tsunari’ - ‘Khetagurovi’ and others.*

Some of the Ossetians acquired notoriety by looting, which was perpetuated in
the Georgian historiography as Ossianoba (Ossetians at large).

Moving of Ossetians from highlands to lowlands became especially intensive
during Ermolov’s rule. The condition for their movement was loyalty to Russia and
protection of the military road from robbers. As a payoff, the government promised
to protect them from persecution by other peoples and to exempt them from land
taxes in favor of the Kabardians."

In 1829-1830, a total of 23 Ossetian villages were founded in lowlands, with
1400-1450 households. If from 1810 to the 1820s the resettlement of Ossetians
to lowlands was voluntary, in the 1830s it was forcefully executed by the Russian
authorities'2.

By 1838, 1573 Ossetians lived in Gori Mazra*?, accounting for 5.03% of the to-
tal population of the Mazra. By 1886, the number of Ossetians in the Gori Mazra,
Mejvriskhevi district (villages of Khurvaleti, Kodi, Orchoshani, Charebi, Tsinagara,
Snekvi, etc.) had increased to 7483, accounting for 37% of the Georgian popu- la-
tion. As for Khidistavi district (villages of Tana gorge: Bobnevi, Boshuri, Gvedreti,
Dre, Ikvnevi, Ifnara, Ormotsi, Tsereti, Ghvarebi, Tusrebi, etc.) the number of Osse-
tians was 7377 people and it was 33% of Georgians®®.

The Ossetian population has increased especially since the establishment of the
Soviet government in Georgia. Between 1926 and 1939, the number of Ossetians
increased by 35,382 and reached 148,680. This was at the time when, as a result
of the government’s repressive policies, the number of Georgians was declining.
What is meant here is physical liquidation of the strata unacceptable to the Soviet
government-the nobility, the clergy and the intelligentsia, and the resettlement of
the survivors.

The government’s initiative on Ossetian migration concerned the relocation not

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only from the North Caucasus to the so-called South Ossetia, but also the relocation
from Big and Small Liakhvi gorges to the depths of Shida Kartli. For example, on
May 8, 1932, the Council of People’s Commissars (Council of Ministers) of the Geor-
gian SSR decided to relocate small land peasants from South Ossetia to the Tirifon
Valley and provide them with land and construction materials.*

Some Ossetian authors have deliberately falsified and still falsify documents, try-
ing to artificially increase the number of Ossetians actually living on Georgian ter-
ritory e.g., in the textbook of History of South Ossetia authored by prof. G. Togosh-
vili, M. Jioev, K. Pukhaev, L. Chibirov, and edited by the latter, published in 1990 in
Tskhinvali, 1015 households, including 44 Ossetian households, are registered in
Tskhinvali. The source is the 1804 census."".

In fact, according to the 1804 census, there are 182 households in Tskhinvali. Of
these, 41 households are Georgian'®, 116 are Armenian, and 12 are Ossetian.”Zhidi"
(‘Kikes’ - pejorative for Jews)-6 households and “Catholic’-7 households are indi-
cated separately.

Some Soviet and modern Ossetian historians (For example, Teimuraz Tadtaev,
Ludwig Chibirov, Konstantine Fukhaev, etc.) try to emphasize the government’s po-
litical goal in the process of settling Ossetians in Georgia, de-ethnicizing the small
nation (in this case, Ossetia) and assimilating it by introducing Georgians, which
was aviolent, rude and discriminatory way to create change and says nothing about
the goals, desires, and initiatives of the Ossetian population. It says nothing about
the government’s deliberate policies to undermine the region’s development, i.e.,
about economic backwardness and stagnation?.

If before 2008 the above-mentioned process was disguised, after the war Russia
started to erase all Georgian traces in the historical Samachablo with purposeful,
open, and violent methods. As a result, the Georgian population was completely
expelled from these territories, while the Ossetian population was significantly re-
duced.

According to the official census conducted by the so-called South Ossetia in
2015, 36 souls remained in the village of Dadiani, 10 in Makhiareti, only 2 in Tokhta.
Pavliant-Kari became Pavlita, Karchokhi - Kartsukhi, Chichiant-Kari Tsikhtikau, etc.?

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on brief but genuine historical sources. It is our duty to create a new mechanism
to resolve the conflict, purposely pictured as an insurmountable problem for these
two old regions of the Georgian land, the mechanism that will exclude separation of
Georgians, Abkhazians and Ossetians from the national territory, locking the prob-
lem just within the scope of national problems.

In fact, the state and non-state structures are involved in the peace process of
transformation of the conflict in Georgia. Notwithstanding their number or willing
ness to have a part in the process, it cannot be said that the state of affairs is normal
when most institutions, instead of having a critical understanding of the situation,
develop a false sense of complacency and the wrong feeling of capability to make
a rational assessment of circumstances. Most of them, not having enough compe-
tence and based on purely subjective factors, as well as due to the lack of resources,
have not emerged as full-fledged actors in the peace process. For example:

[. The state and the governmental bodies, especially executive and legislative,
including the de jure government and the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Re
public. Although they have the motivation, the inner need, their governmental re
sources are not sufficient to resolve the conflict. Being the side of the conflict, often
feeling themselves as the erstwhile soldiers of the land or considering the issue
on a personal level, they do not have enough freedom and adequate, objective in-
formation choices, are limited in critical thinking, judgment, expression, and avoid
bold, extraordinary steps. Often relying on international organizations and being in
expectation of their efforts, they are unable to facilitate the most important integra-
tional processes. Given these and other factors, their activities will not be fully ef-
fective and completely efficient, which will not render the state and its government
free from the responsibility to resolve the conflict.

II. Non-state, i.e. international (both global and regional) organizations, civil
and non-governmental sector, although not representing the sides, are character-
ized by a relatively high degree of freedom; their knowledge of processes taking
place in the conflict regions is qualitatively superior to the knowledge of others;
they take part in various meetings and dialogues; they are the first to create valu-
able examples of cooperation, work for peace, valuable research, lobbying, etc.
However, often due to financial interests, in most cases they fit their priorities into
the priorities of the announced grant competitions, thus exploitation the conflict,
and in the worst-case scenario, they push the interests of the founders and other
states. They do not have the governmental resources and due to the limited oppor-
tunities, they concentrate on relatively small or local problems; they are forced to
serve the political will of their customers, be content only with expressing their at-
titude, coming up with such recommendations and activities that match their own
interests, and have no implementation mechanism or the prospect of implementa-
tion.
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The reason for all this may be generalized as the ignorance of history of Geor-
gia and the fear to look history in the eyes. More specifically, on the one hand, the
internal factor-the low level of political competition in the country, weak mobility
of the so-called elites (not only political), manifested by porting of “Shevardnadze’s
elite” into the next government, in an attempt to monopolize the opposition field
by the destructive, governable forces of their “ideological children,” their unjus-
tifiably high involvement in shaping the political agenda. On the other hand, the
foreign factor, due to the non-state approach to the problem of Abkhazia, would
not and could not fully serve the purpose of conflict resolution. We mean the un-
precedented support for Georgia by the international community after the defeats
in the 1993 and 2008 wars: the creation of a Group of Friends of Georgia (during E.
Shevadnadze's era) and the Geneva format (during M. Saakashvili‘s era), as well as
supportive resolutions of the United Nations and other international organizations
that have been used to maintain power, not in favor of the country. As a result, we
have a problem, stretched over time, the so-called frozen conflicts and a sense of
hopelessness in the country, which, instead of the nihilistic attitude of the society
and the boundless gratitude to the partner countries, became the basis for Euro-
scepticism.

We think that functioning of certain organizational structures (among them, the
Abkhazian Autonomous Republic-is now, without any transformational features,
will perpetuate only those norms which we think is fundamental to its legalization
and existence.

The varied approach hinders the peace process, leads to false expectations,
which are accompanied by the well-grounded disappointment in the settlement of
the conflict, which in turn transforms into the nihilistic attitudes of society toward
the future of our country, especially the unity process. Such is the political reality
that looks more like eschewing the problem. We need to look at this reality without
any second thoughts and realize that it requires serious corrections.

A systemic approach to the issue forces us to disengage this problem (tailored
to personal interests) from the activities of individuals or institutions, and make
it a national, state priority and the beginning of a new path to building a unified
Georgian state.

To achieve this, it is necessary to:

1. Qualitatively transform existing structures.

2. Let the transformed institution, within the scope of its competence, explain
the reasons of the conflict between Georgians and Abkhazians (despite their cen-
turies-old coexistence) - this externally-inspired conflict and the attempts to divide
the unified state of the progeny of one land.

3.Find common, valid, pragmatic answers for resolving the conflict, move them
forward and actively use them.
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4. Create a desired situation from actual circumstances.

Such universal resources might belong to the structure that:

- Focuses on the future, moreover, is responsible for the future and is detached
from the arena of political competition;

- Is not perceived as being directly or indirectly involved in the conflict, has a
high degree of trust and freedom in the public and the government;

- Provides for the following alternative format of peacekeeping: space - free
and academic; the space communication language - peacebuilding and diplomatic;
the basis for dialogue - educational and scientific-research. It will help, first and
foremost, to end the war phase (over a quarter of a century has passed), involving
the generation which was raised after the end of the conflict, the healthiest force
- educated, knowledgeable student-youth with information literacy and analytical
ability, in the formation of partnerships and the generation, free from the inhibi-
tions, caused by the war syndrome and crime;

- Happens to be an apolitical body, associated with the state, and bonding to-
gether special, ethnical, mental and socio-cultural values-an institution that bal-
ances a fully corroborated, accurate scientific judgment against the justification of
the results, devoid of objectivity.

The only institution that mainly meets these and other necessary require-
ments, and stands above all other named and existing actors, is a university. We are
talking about the universities possessing certain governmental resources. Such is
the Sokhumi State University, which was negatively affected, like the country itself,
having been divided into two parts and temporarily separated from its historical
roots. This is the university, whichcontemplates its own destiny within the desti-
ny of an integrated state, illuminating itself with the power of the enlightenment
determination.”?? Its idea coincides with the interest of the state; it is the only one
which has the power to come out of the 29-year-old enchanted circle and become
a mediator with an entirely new approach; moreover, to come up with correct di-
agnosis and to heal the conflict. To this end, the university can create a qualitatively
new educational project in its own space, a scientific-research platform, of course,
together with its base-the University of Abkhazia, making use of the compatibility
with the time and giving preference to a plain rule of the game-a sincere repen-
tance of common mistakes in the war that has been fought not between us but
against us, embarking on pragmatic, useful, and voluntary relationships acceptable
to both parties, with the active involvement of state and non-governmental struc-
tures, leading to:

- Elementary reality of a peaceful entry of Abkhazians (and Ossetians too) into

the general Georgian political space, justified by the idea that our unity, which
was not the result of mercantile interests or conquest, but a trustful national unity

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of two peoples, based on cultural mixture, ethnic, religious, political and other val-
ues. In historical sources and scientific literature, Abkhazia has always been part
of the Georgian world and, as in ancient times, the territory inhabited by the an-
cestors of Abkhazians and Georgians was continuously part of the Georgian state;
moreover, the kingdom of Abkhazians became the basis for the po litical unification
of feudal Georgia; the king of Abkhazia is mentioned even in the titles of the kings
of the United Georgia going back to the 11th century: King of Abkhazs, Georgians,
Rans and Kakhs, Shirvanshas and Shahanshas, and others.

- Consideration of the current state of emergency from the beginning of rad-
ical changes till today, the description of the Georgian state and its founding peo
ples, coexistence of two heirs of one land-the Georgian and Abkhaz, analysis and
evaluation (without intermediaries) of real reasons for their alienation and mutual
confrontation in Abkhazia; defining of who we are, where we go and what direction
we take; realizing all over again that despite certain ethnic differences, Abkhazians
have nobody closer to them than Georgians, speaking culturally and spiritually;
moreover, Abkhazia has never been without Georgia and Georgia without Abkha-
zia, not to mention other natural, human origins and the inexplicable links between
us; the fact is that not only Georgians have the feeling of alienation. In Abkhazia
(analogically, in South Ossetia), Abkhazians (Ossetians) lived together with Geor-
gians and only in the unity of Georgian and Abkhaz (Ossetian) people did Abkhazia
(Ossetia) maintain its ethnic-historical space, its own identity.

- Prerequisite for further Georgian-Abkhazian (Georgian-Ossetian) relations for
conducting peace policy and creating the appropriate mood, in particular, finding a
vital platform for inter-ethnic consent, public consensus and consolidation that will
stand above all existing contradictions and will enable Georgians and Abkhazians,
despite differences, to overcome the divisions thanks to the compatibility of values
and feel themselves as a unified body, focused on the main task; the development
of a joint document on non-usage of force that will remove the threat of distrust,
military violence, and preparation for such violence, thus becoming a key factor in
initiating the Georgian-Abkhazian actual reintegration process;

- Mutual understanding of definitions - freedom, a united state, sovereignty,
security, cultural identity, a modernized understanding of national phenomenon,
stopping the threat of becoming a diminishing state on the periphery of global
processes, predicting common goals, overcoming divisions by using a platform of
consensus, consolidation among societies and the principle of interdependence of
one another’s needs, in effect, achieving a civil-state primacy over provincial-ethnic
thinking; the emergence of new opportunities for serving the homeland;

- Attempt to renovate the final outcome, once conceived by external, destructive

actors, based on the efforts of internal governmental forces, adjusted to their pri-
vate interests, the key questions being: Where is the balance between the interests
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of Georgians and Abkhazians (and Ossetians too)? How possible is it to preserve
national identity, in today’s space of action, having as a given the imaginative inde-
pendence of Abkhazia (and Ossetia too)? How much is the so-called independence
connected with real freedom? Is the only way to achieve the salvation of the Abkha-
zian (and Ossetian too) people to expand its vital space and increase the scope of its
activity? By this we mean the reintegration of the historically Georgian-Abkhazian
natural habitat into a space where the lines of division or confrontation no longer
exist, transforming it into a part of the civilized world. That would be the basis for
the creation of a unified and effective state.

- Generate a completely new conceptual outlook, compatible with current con-
ditions; define its scope of activity, geographical area, partners inside and outside
the country; create a unified conception that aims at serving our common Geor-
gian-Abkhazian interest, which in turn can be realized by identifying the interests
of geopolitical centers, political systems, countries, social groups, and remains in
line with our common statehood interests.

- Paradigmatic changes in the thinking of the Georgian and Abkhazian peoples,
the elimination of differences and contradictions that emerged after the tragic
events, the eradication of cultural and mental alienation, replacing the current di-
vide with a positive-constructive attitude and help prepare our societies for future
Georgian-Abkhaz coexistence; based on the postulate of unity, providing the an-
swer to the questions: what way are we going to follow and whose will are we going
to fulfill? Based on shared historical memory, becoming an organism, focused on
one major task-the preservation of national identity.

- Defeating the artificially instigated separational process of the Georgian-Ab-
Khazian university in to the Sokhumi State and the Abkhazian State Universities,
and overcoming the resulting consequences with a shared effort, promoting their
further healthy rather than domineering relationships, which will allow us to make
the Abkhazian State University a part of the European educational space;

- Changing for the better the passive leadership and the existing reality, result-
ing from not voicing the international peace initiatives from universities; reinte-
gration of the University of Abkhazia, located in Sokhumi and the Sokhumi State
University, located in Tbilisi; democratization of the peace process in both foreign
and domestic political formats; creation of a youth version, strengthening of edu-
cational components and maintenance of the Georgian-Abkhazian (as well as Geor-
gian-Ossetian) national organism.

- Formulating the educational format, removing common challenges and threats

and creating a new system of coincidence of interests, enabling the university,
together with the acquisition of moral and intellectual functions, helping disadvan-
taged groups in Abkhazia (also in the Tskhinvali region of South Ossetia) to have
access to quality education, the acquisition of knowledge and a vision for success
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and creative self-realization; understanding education as the most important val-
ue, internalizing the opinion of Nelson Mandela, the Nobel Peace Prize winner, that
“education is the most powerful weapon we can use to change the world” and hav-
ing it as a life motto.

- Overcoming the restricted opportunities of Georgian and Abkhazian scholars,
especially the main inspirers of the public processes, the avant-garde of the po-
litical and social change, i.e., youth, by enhancing different, knowledge-based en-
vironments, nurturing generations on new values, expanding the field of thought,
creating a healthy and diverse information resource, and their integration into the
European educational and scientific world in order to increase the scope of action.

- Establishment of the principles for a real sense of full membership and co-
existence in the united education space, training of diplomats/ambassadors for
joint peacekeeping activities and establishment of other traditions; development
of peace education and conflictology as a scientific disciplines, systematic and sci-
entific research in these areas, the study of the causes of conflicts and the identifica-
tion of parties and their interests, their possible compatibility, etc.

- Real transformation of universities, so that those who support conflict reso-
lution become a connecting institution between Abkhazia and the rest of Georgia
and between Georgia and the civilized world; an institutionally strong, systemically
unique way, key and the right bridge of harmonious relationship and cooperation -
like our destiny, which has two pillars: one in Sokhumi, the University of Abkhazia,
and the other - in Thilisi, the Sokhumi State University.

Based on the above, we think that a completely new way of pursuing the policy
of “soft power“, one of the most important instruments in determining the world
order, should be launched: the University diplomacy, a new type of international
relations and diplomacy. We will mention once again that this is a concept which
as a result of modernization of the essence of both the university and diplomacy,
creates a new quality, unlike the current state and non-governmental structures,
fights not against the outcome of the conflict, but the substance and cause of that
conflict, analyzing it scientifically, and thereby developing a new method of building
peace, with the main model being Georgian-Abkhazian (Georgian-Ossetian) coexis-
tence. University diplomacy is an essential, hitherto unused resource and tool that
will serve to build peace, restore Georgian-Abkhazian trust, change attitudes and
promote peaceful coexistence.

The University Diplomacy will also help create additional opportunities for the
reintegration of two estates-the Abkhazian University (Sukhumi) and the Sokhumi
State University (Tbilisi, the capital of the United Georgia)-as an institutional hub.
One of the main goals of the university is to play the role of a load-bearing rein-
forcement for maintaining and strengthening the Georgian and Abkhazian nation-
al-state identity.
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- Expressing our sincere gratitude for the unprecedented support and assis-
tance from the international community and partner states that have been used for
personal gain rather than in the state interests by the past two Georgian authorities
(we mean Shevardnadze and Saakashvili);

- Strengthening the so-called Geneva format in a new direction, so that, unlike
today’s approach, it will primarily serve to change the attitudes of Abkhazians as
well as Ossetians and restore trust;

- Creating a new international format of the university, education, and youth
in general (there is a readiness for it out there) inGeorgia, which is strategically
important for the Russian Federation.

- Equipping the de jure government of Abkhazia with additional, even if tem-
porary, rights in case of necessity between the de facto and de jure authorities of
Abkhazia in Georgia;

- Bringing our diaspora, an inseparable part of the country that shares its fate
and whose motivation is to serve the homeland, into the most fundamental and vi-
tal problem of the state-the idea of the eternal unity of freedom and the unification
of Georgia.

- Launch a simplified regime of free trade and economic regulation, free eco-
nomic zone on the territory of Abkhazia and Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti (we mean
Ga- li-Zugdidi part and Ergneti - on the Ossetian side) in order to bring the max-
imum benefit to Georgians and Abkhazians (Ossetians) in Georgia, including eco-
nomic benefits (without which it is impossible to talk about progress).*

- Providing an opportunity for a free economic space, a trade zone in Georgia
to include ist two territorial units-Abkhazia and Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti (Gali and
Zugdidi) because, obviously, without an economic component the results will not
materialize. The decisions of the United States and the European Union, including
the country’s unity and free trade, form a relevant organizational structure, estab-
lish, with international guarantees, a Georgian-Abkhazian mixed administration.

- Signing an agreement on the non-renewal of war and the non-use of force by
the state of Georgia. We must turn it into an opportunity and the beginning of a new
path that will return Abkhazia (and the so-called South Ossetia) to Georgian terri-
tory. We mean a completely different model: two subjects, Georgia and Abkhazia
(Georgia and South Ossetia), with an acceptable agreement between Georgia and
Russia.

The realization of our vision will allow Georgia to become one of the most active
geostrategic players in the transition from problematic to progressive nation, ac-
quire real-international function and return to its own developmental vector (the

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outline of the relevant program has been created), create its own Georgian national
brand. It will allow us to make a political assessment of the results of the activities
of the old regime, reveal the fake elite and replace it with a healthy force, activate
healthy dialogue between the government and the people, eliminate the nihilistic
attitudes and illusions of the prospects for revolutionary development, and consol-
idate the nation around the eternal Georgian idea.

The format created under the auspices of the University Diplomacy will prepare
us for unity. It shows us that the solution is not far from us but within us, and the two
brothers-Georgian and Abkhaz, must seek it imaginatively and without the forces
that once triggered the conflict between us. With the right choices, we can define
a new goal together, rationalize the need for it, the benefits of unity, and through a
systemic approach develop a unified program of sequential actions in accordance
with existing conditions. Any other attempt to achieve the goal, one which is lacking
the shared common interest, will be ineffective, and not only will prevent us from
solving the problem (the conflcitimposed on us) but will also bring us new dangers.

The stated fact contributes to our readiness and openness for discussion with
those interested. That is to say, the university does not avoid the problem; on the
contrary, because of its historical responsibility, it strives to serve peace, comes up
with international initiatives, establishes an academic, appropriate learning and
research environment for peace studies in Georgia, builds healthy relationships
with ,Sokhumi, and takes concrete steps. For example: The Peace Education Re-
search Center, was established in its own university space with several facets:

I. Conflict and Regional Policy
II. Abkhaz Studies
III. University Diplomacy

In the near future the center will be established as a systemically organized,
strong international scientific-research organization with its branches in Samegre-
lo (Zugdidi, which borders with Abkhazia through which runs the land route from
Sokhumi to Thilisi as well as in Adjara (Batumi), which borders with Abkhazia by
sea as one autonomous republic with another autonomous republic, and where
more than 2,000 ethnically Abkhazian families live (since the time of the Muhajirs).

The center, with the involvement of Abkhazian and Ossetian researchers, youth
and international partners, will study and analyze not only the conflicts in Georgia,
their psychological, geopolitical, political, social, economic and other aspects, but
also the current experience in the South Caucasus and the Middle East in addition
to specific problems and academic issues in the education sector. Approaches and
content of teaching are being changed, implementing of peace research modules,
new subjects, trends and specific academic practices in the teaching-research dis-
cipline, focusing on specific scientific issues, developing and offering fundamental
programs to the State are being planned, which will in turn provide for the poten-

tial to form a united vision and a new proactive peace and trust-building policy. In
general, the university shares and adheres to the following philosophy: “To achieve
peace, we must learn peace.”

The university, which has realized the vital importance of the peace phenome-
non, has opened its doors to all parties interested in resolving conflicts, including
non-governmental organizations, as well as state figures, including Georgian and
Abkhazian and other nationalities. Regardless of the resource, they did not or could
not become part of the peace process. This creates a new reality for maximum mo-
bilization of internal and external resources, settlement of ethnic, so-called eth-
no-political or other types of conflicts, formation of peace education, basic, academ-
ic, scientific-re- search space-environment, prerequisites for the establishment of
the Sokhumi State University (hereafter - together with the University of Abkhazia)
as aregional university center of intellectual, cultural-educational and spiritual life.

Based on political realism and considering the prospect, there is much more
reality in these approaches and attractiveness in the future. Thus, it would be a
mistake to miss the opportunity to use a new resource-the University Diplomacy,
which logically integrates the University of Abkhazia and the Sokhumi State Uni-
versity, and the aboriginal population of Georgia (Georgians and Abkhazians), their
past, present and future.
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CONCLUSION

There comes a time in every nation’s life when due to finding the right strate-
gic objective and the resources for its realization requires faith in the nation itself.
Georgians and Abkhazians (as well as Ossetians) are faced with the same lot of the
day, and it would be a mistake to miss these opportunities. It is the right choice,
moreover, our destiny!

According to the author’s deep belief, this is not a transitional but a general
Georgian idea and a means by which we should make the University Diplomacy
a method of teaching peace, which will become the main model of Georgian-Ab-
khazian coexistence. It, like other political and social actors, naturally will not be
oriented on private capital accumulation and artificially divided parties’ interests,
full of false patriotism and false policy.Its main postulate is and will be the serving
of the state with academic truth.

As a result of such intellectual beliefs, a kind of intellectual trust toward the val-
ues mentioned in this book will occur that will ultimately lead to a renewed healthy
belief in its sacred ideals by the public.

We believe that it is necessary to understand the significance of not only today’s
but tomorrow’s potential opportunities of the Sokhumi State University and of Uni-
versity Diplomacy, which should be created only by joint efforts of the Georgian
state and the international community.

We think it’s time to for all of us to realize:

- Attitude of the Government towards Sokhumi State University - this is the
purest indicator of the attitude of the Georgian society towards the problem of
Abkhazia; attitude towards Abkhazian problems - this is the attitude towards the
united Georgian state. Thus, obviously, the success of the university is the success
of the Georgian state;

- The two universities - the University of Abkhazia and the Sokhumi State Uni-
versity, emerging from one foundation, are those unique centers of strategic impor-
tance whose independent functioning, will continue to be less than effective; our
desire to work together to create a joint action plan of the universities compatible
with the strategic outlook and the conditions around is not a deal, but an opportu-
nity to use a combination of our inactive resource activities to date, which will be
appropriate to the national and state interests of Georgians and Abkhazians and
will facilitate the irreversible process of peaceful coexistence. If any of our “friends”
imagines otherwise, we cannot justify their hopes!

Along with the European choice, the real and shortest way to serve our home-
land, to promote its unity, to protect our Georgians and Abkhazians, national iden-
tity, is to establish the principles of the University Diplomacy, and one of its main-
implementers will be Sokhumi State University;
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I believe the Sokhumi State University is the center that logically unifies Geor-
gia’s past, present and future, realizes its responsibility, understands the voice of
the homeland, owes it to it and is ready, due to particular national obligations, in
case of support from the public, government and the international community, to-
gether with the University of Abkhazia, prepare the Georgian-Abkhazian communi-
ty for our relationship - for unity, act for this goal and serve for creating such model,
which will ensure the necessity of understanding peace, self-renewal and conflict
resolution and building universal peace.

All ideas, including ours, will naturally have supporters and critics. Based on the
preeminence of homeland and the principle of peace, we will receive with gratitude
and take into consideration all constructive remarks, opinions, recommendations,
etc.

- Georgia is not and cannot be a closed autonomous system:

- The country is a spatial event, as it lives, as well as creates space, cannot stand
emptiness and is characterized by all the other features (is born, grows and dies)
characteristic of space;

- Resolving the country’s problems, promoting its welfare, ensuring stability
and avoiding expected threats, including the anti-state action of destructive forces
from outside, is impossible without taking into account external factors and their
impact.
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For the patronage of the Georgian space:

- The topic, which makes it possible for the Georgian state, which is divided into
several spaces, to become a single living organism, is associated with the eternal
idea of Georgia’s freedom. Its realization (taking into account domestic and foreign
factors) cannot bypass, moreover, it is connected with the conflicts in Abkhazia and
the so-called South Ossetia;

- The way to identify and regulate the causes of Georgia’s primary problem -
pseudo-ethno-conflict - (and not to fight the consequences) is not forceful, but only
peaceful, and it passes through education, its highest peak - science and the health-
iest, most pragmatic part of the society - the youth. All three components come
together only in the University. With a new approach, the university will not only
defy entering into conflict (as before), but will only handle a problem - conflict as a
topic, for its further peaceful settlement;

- The modern university must form a new paradigm: from theory to practice,
and create a new free, open academic space-environment in which all interested
parties, including governmental, non-governmental, civil and international forces,
will participate. Each of them, with the realization of a common goal, will satisfy
a healthy interest, and on the whole, with their coordinated activities we will get
a positive effect. Due to the realization of this goal, by combining two qualities -
university and diplomacy, a new quality was created, a new form of international
relations and a new type of diplomacy - the University Diplomacy.
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University Diplomacy in action:

- The concept has aroused great interest among international organizations
and the diplomatic corps accredited in Georgia, as well as in Israel, several EU coun-
tries and Turkey, and expressed readiness to be actively involved in the implemen-
tation of the project. University Diplomacy has been included in the curriculum of
the Sokhumi State University as a new course. A trilingual program was created:
Georgian-English-Russian Master’s program and after the accreditation process, as
a Georgian model of new perception and understanding of the problem, it will be
introduced in the leading universities of Europe and the world. Based on this, an EU
projectis being prepared by one of the Israeli universities. Its need, as a mechanism
for ensuring a better future, will be used in the region, in our neighborhood, and
above all, in Abkhazia and the so-called South Ossetia.

- The University diplomacy provides an opportunity to:

1. Return the Sokhumi State University (Tbilisi) to its historical roots- Abkha-
zian University (in Sukhumi), and in this way “introduce” it in Georgia, in other

words bring the University of Abkhazia into the unified Georgian educational
space and make it a part of the united Georgian educational space, and Abkhazia
and the so-called South Ossetia - together with Georgia a part of civilized world;

2. On the level of the central government of Georgia, only the position favor-
ing a peaceful settlement of the conflict should be voiced and the relevant services
should

be instructed to prepare an agreement on the non-resumption of the war. By its
design we mean, of course, not the subject of international law - between Georgia
and Abkhazia (which is, in fact, the equivalent of Abkhazia’s recognition), but be-
tween the de facto Abkhazian (Sukhumi) and de jure Abkhazian (Tbilisi) authorities
in Georgia. If necessary, the de jure government of Abkhazia (Tbilisi) should be pro-
vided with additional, even if temporary, status.

3. Effectively activate economic leverage. Decisions by the United States and the

European Union including about the policy of non-recognition, the country’s
unity, free economic space and free trade, provide an opportunity to create a sim-
ilar free economic space and trade zone in Georgia and include its two territorial
units - Abkhazia and a part of Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti (Gali-Zugdidi), to establish
an appropriate governing structure - Georgian-Abkhazian mixed administration
with international guarantees, etc.

Considering the interests of the dominant world state, the United States and
the position of the regional leader, the Russian Federation (so as not to damage the
interests of the Georgian state), make the port and railway of Anaklia part of the
new trade and economic space for the separate and possible reconciliation of their
political and economic interests;

4. Georgia should be transformed from a geopolitical supplement to a regional
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geopolitical axis. The approach will make the main actor in the region, the United
States, support the current government of Georgia - the initial force of this process,
and the Russian Federation - stop the so-called Borderization and start the process
of de-occupation, first of all in the direction of Abkhazia, Kodori Gorge and the so-
called South Ossetia, for the reintegration of the Akhalgori district and additional
lost villages into the Georgian space as a result of the August 2008 war.

- We believe that the offer of a new general- Georgian global project, the Uni-
versity Diplomacy, along with strengthening national faith, will serve to strengthen
the reputation of our state, enabling Georgia to emerge from a troubled country as
a progressive state and take its rightful place in the civilized world.

PREAMBLE

The future of Georgia - currently fallen out of international functions - is viewed by the
author in a new comprehension of the role of the country and the necessity of assignment
the additional functions.

The present work - “South Caucasus - Geopolitical Space (New Format for Regional
Cooperation)” - was developed in 1993 yet (certificate No. 3830, issued by SAKPATENTI
(Georgian Patent)); the work focused on the issues of understanding of the problem
essence and its regulation in a systemic, consistent manner. As for the abridged edition of
this project, it is stipulated by three principal circumstances:

The first - the author, who does not represent any of the parties or a group politically
oriented, tempted his fate to participate in the tragic processes of recent history of Georgia.
Despite his futile attempts in the past, motivation and goals of the author remain the same
- to help Georgian society, the Government, the so-called political elite, which could not
manage to perceive the national essence as well as failed to comprehend the concept of
not only the “Homeland” (the notion we, ve always been knowing and sacrificing ourselves
unconsciously to this day), but the significance and content of the “Modern State”, providing
with the opportunity to serve our Homeland consciously, without any sacrificial offering.

The second - the attempts of the author for the last twenty years to make Georgia’s
senior management to realize the existing and potential threats reflected in the analytical
materials submitted by him appeared to be abortive and futile, though specifically these
threats were the factors that significantly conditioned the severe reality of Georgian State.
Fortunately, today, when the “activity” of the so-called “national” power is drawing to a
close, we have a tremendous amount of hope. However, we have to say that the fate of
Georgia, its role and place within the system of international relations still remains obscure.
We believe that silence in this case is a crime. The only thing left for us is to submit our
own ideas to the civil society by making it the subject of general public debate as well as to
enforce the government and society to be more active and meaningful in the search for a
true path of future.

Third - the appeal of His Holiness and Beatitude Catholicos-Patriarch of All Georgia Ilia
II - “Fight like our heroic forefathers to protect our share of Georgia belonging to each of
us in our own heart and around us” - has strengthened the faith of the author to use the
experience and knowledge for the benefit of his homeland - pro bono service to Georgia
only through diplomacy of good-neighborliness and at the same time to remain committed
to his ideals and objectives.

[ afford myself to remind Georgian society with consciousness distorted, exhausted and
tired of false expectations from the false politicians the events developed after restoration
of the independence of the country and the consequences and outcomes of 20 years non-
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systemic dismantling processes of the Soviet regime. Declaration of the Georgian eternal
ideas of liberty (perceived by Kremlin as a threat and by Washington - as a resistance to
the agreement with Moscow for maintenance of common space and conduction the control
over it) did not provide with much-coveted freedom and its security. Moreover, the action
of external and internal destructive forces destroyed the country, the society was degraded
and traditional values devaluated; 1/5 of the best areas of the State was lost, approximately
1/10 of the population had been expelled from their own lands and they turned into
internally displaced person, refugees in their homeland, 1/3 part of the total population -
the best strata of the society was forced to leave the country, and the remaining 2/3 of the
population is on the verge of poverty, every second person is unemployed, the civil society
(I mean the country in whole) is confused; all directions (trends) of public relations is being
developed under the principle “for its own”, the subjects participating in the transformation
processes are driven by the enhanced instinct of survival and retaining of their status only
etc; the “transitional period” has been extended, more - in fact, the new Georgian State
could not be established itself.

The process of formation ofthe modern state in the currentsituation, on the background
of the general opinions having its roots in far past is prevented by the following factors:
long term interruption of governmental tradition (Georgian people is lack of the ability to
build the government).

Instead of dramatizing the situation we need in real concerns and approaches for
our state; it absolutely does not imply only attempts to implement reforms (political,
economic, social, cultural, educational, health, agriculture, investment policies, etc.).
Based on the nature of the problem, with a view to a thorough change of reality, it is
essential that Georgia has to set internal goals, acceptable and appropriate for its foreign
policy (their symbiosis) and in view of the current geopolitical situation, to gain (or
partially restore) international function; in other words Georgia has to take its own place
in the global world.

The author’s efforts to predict upcoming conscious step in search for the function
helps us to find the prospective realistic vector for re-orientation of the country, which
will result in the formation of Georgia as a completely new, modern type state that will
preserve the national identity and ensure in this manner a secure and guaranteed future
of the country.

This would have been impossible without those decent, highly professional, widely-
minded people committed to the public interest with whom we were and are lucky to
meet and learn. Naturally, each concept, including ours, the subject of improvement and
perfection by a life itself will have the critics; we will be pleased to consider and take into
account the views of our opponents, based on the principle of the primacy of the well-
being and prosperity of our motherland.
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THE SOUTHERN CAUCASUS -
GEOPOLITICAL SPACE

(New format for Regional Cooperation)

Formation of Georgia as a fully established State is one of the urgent tasks; it needs
the thorough analysis of the role of our country in the global world and acquisition
(partial recovery) of additional international functions.

For achievement of our goals, determination and identification of the current and
anticipated threats, objectives and means we followed the absolute reality - geopolitics.
This is the condition, the status quo that not only impacts and influences but also
determines the fate and destiny of the country within the system of international politics
(own geographical location, space, action, time, area, relationship with other States,
political image and more). Unfortunately, in the recent history, particular geostrategic
location served as a kind of obstacle for Georgia. The reasons are the following:

- After the collapse of the Soviet Union (at the threshold of the post-communist
transformation) none of the Governments of Georgia: 1. Acquired for a country the
place, commensurate with its natural-historical features or make the adequate step
tailored with time and space; 2. None of them had been able to identify Georgia’s
future, external factors traditionally involved in the fate of the country as well as
the congenital confrontational forces, prediction and envisagement of the roles and
interests of two major geopolitical centers - the USA and Russia in the modern stage
(in the short or long term), also the threat of substitution of one centre by another;
3. None of them managed to understand that based on the conflicting nature of the
United States and Russia, the territory of Georgia was insufficient space to match
their interests, even more so, to bring the latest in line with the State interests of

Georgia.

- Based on the complexity of its neighborhood, Georgia is not a self-contained,
closed system; religiously, historically and geographically it is situated in the epi-
center, at the crossroads of geopolitical and geo-economic and military-political
interests, and the name of this epicenter is not only Georgia, but the whole South
Caucasus, all Caucasian socio-cultural and political space. Definition of destiny and
the implementation of public tasks (including one of the greatest challenges - resto-
ration of territorial integrity and the unity of the country) are beyond the borders of
our State and gaining regional and global dimensions, it cannot be depended only on
Georgia or Russia or the Russian-Georgian relations. Since the historical era of the

Big Silk Way, this region with its strategically-hub location (current, potential ener-
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gy-corridor, highway transport, trade, etc.) is the place of conflict of interests related
to the emergence of a new world order of the XXI century for the certain groups with

the certain interests such as America, Russia, Europe, Turkey, Iran, Asia and other.

- The international community - because of inefficient and inconsistent activ-
ities of the former Governments of Georgia, and primarily as a result of its state
policy tailored with the some private interests (including, and in respect of the CIS,
which has become a sacred theme), also because of the host mode of confrontation
with the Russian energy empire, strengthening of the Russian factor in the interna-
tional system and greater interest of the countries of the East - could not/or did not
fully realize the real causes of the provocation of ethno-political conflicts and their
transformation into global problems, the mines laid by the Soviet Empire in our
country against our sovereignty. It, appearing to be left without any function due
to lack of sufficient motivation and commitment to Georgian State as well as due to
formal internationalization of the domestic problems, yet is not capable not only to
resolve them, but cannot realize the perspectives of the reality after the period of
the cold war or understand the perspectives of the further fate of closely interrelat-
ed destinies of the region as a whole, it failed to see the role of Georgia that has lost
its functions and thus to view the future of Caucasus and Europe in general.
talking about the present and today’s situation can entrap us too far, thus stray us

from a practical solution to the issue. Although, the situation - brief historical overview
of the country fallen out from its own assignments and functions, philosophical and
political thinking on the pressing problem (without excessive politicizing) will help us
to understand what is really going on with us, what the heavy illness are we sick with; it
will help us in searching for the solution that is in ourselves but not far from us in vast
expanses of reach, it is in our own perceptions and reality. The answer to the question
“what?” and not “who?” will help us, though the principal issues will be mainly depended
on the reasonable, sensible government, its political will and capacity. Before we choose
the way we have to go along we must define the Georgian mission, the sort of a new
goal, we have to justify its necessity, benefit (including the outside world) and by systems
approach to form the ideology and environmental conditions in a single consistent action
plan (program) to achieve the goals, which will be based and serve to:

- Formation of Georgia - the Christian (Orthodox) country carrying the global
mission and restoration of the functions of its historic features, the basics of all the

problems of the people of Georgia, sharing the destiny of their homeland;

- Formation of unified Georgian ideas and national public consciousness, its

ideological promotion;
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- Integrity of the country, formation of the political system for maintenance of
ethnic, religious, cultural and historic unity of the Georgian nation, the owner of its
own land.

On realistic concepts - the future of the State depends on the functions, its role in
the system of international relations. The modern world does not give an opportunity
to the country to exist independently, in isolation, to conduct effective control over all
internal and external threats even by orienting on any world or civilization. On this basis,
the demand of time for Georgia is the need for the acquisition of its international
responsibilities. Following an in-depth study, the only real way for us to achieve the
goal (if we do not want to live oriented on only the interests of a foreign State) is to
extend the range of the space of its existence (not territories) by Georgian state, to
conduct the peaceful coexistence with other nations, to form the correct geopolitical
system by maintaining the balance of forces ruling the world and additional interest
- the main regulator of world politics, it should have the ability to integrate into the
system of international relations with its own regional boundaries.

Approach, acquisition of additional and the region unifying functions (transfer
of public policy in the context of the regional policy), a kind of alternative and
effective weapon of self-defense of sovereign nation - is a Georgian mission,
which along with the goal of transformation of the problem country into
progressive state, would stipulate awarding of the major assignment for Georgia
- international functions.

At the regional level (as a rule, Caucasian, East and West synthesis) one must take
into account only the South Caucasus, in which the priority significance of the organizing
center originally was assigned Georgia. As for the Caucasus - the cradle of civilizations
of the peoples of the world and its amenities, certainly this single region and Georgia are
also the parts of history referred to as the Caucasian Unity. However, the fact remains
that since the IV century to the present day, despite its evidencing code (similar facts
are numerous in the history of Georgia and many peoples of the Caucasus), the idea of
such unity could not be implemented; so, instead of clutching at the old idea, it is better -
especially now (when even Caucasian solidarity is unacceptable for some external forces,
especially for Russia - the country that should be taken into consideration) to consider
the Caucasus only in the terms of cultural and civilized unity of the Caucasian peoples and
to consider the southern Caucasus as the common regional space consisting of sovereign
states, which will be represented in whole before the major world geopolitical centers-
the United States, the Russian Federation and the European Union.

The fact is that, according to the political realism, given the accent to the
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further prospective, that space and the relationship with it shows much more
reality while its future offers more attractiveness.
The necessity of forming of the South Caucasus as a unified (rather than isolated

and closed) single space in the new realities are stipulated by the following factors:

- The overall geo-strategic location of Georgia, Azerbaijan and Armenia at the

intersection, connecting European and Asian countries;

- Established political borders (it, i.e., the region of severe risks, separated from

its neighbors - the Russian Federation, Turkey and Iran);

- Geographical term (corresponds to Russian “Caucasus” and implies for Russia “on the
other side of the Caucasus Ridge”-and for Georgia-in contrast, “on this side of the Caucasus

Mountains" - the whole Caucasus);

- Natural regularity (Caucasus Mountains divided the Caucasus in two organic

parts-North and South Caucasus);

- Location to the political center (the geopolitical centre - South boundary line
of Russia found itself on the wrong side of the Northern Caucasus, in the borders of

the South Caucasus, in particular in Georgia);

- The attitude of the international community, especially of Europe to Georgia
(which served as a sort of buffer between the Islamic world) and politically motivat-

ed orientation to the South Caucasus, as a single total body (general attitude);

- Cultural environment (different from the North - Slavic, and South - Turkish

and Iranian), similar political sub-culture;

- The increasing external ambitions of the United States and Russia as well as

Europe, Turkey and Iran, and their action plans based on their ambitions.

- Georgia ,s, Azerbaijan,s and Armenia,s fates and fortune interconnected for
centuries, each region has a complicated relationship with at least one of its neigh-
boring country: Georgia - Russia, Azerbaijan - Iran (with Russia), Armenia - Turkey;

- Creation of the balancing mechanisms for external forces and the mentality
of the joint struggle developed in the people residing in the region to survive their
originality;

- The use of the common areas of Georgia, Azerbaijan and Armenia in the man-

ner that will provide with overall benefit/profit from possible additional benefits;

- Initiation of the real settlement processes of ethno-political, political or in-
ter-state conflicts in the South Caucasus countries; external and internal threats,

new challenges and more.
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The Future Of the Southern Caucasus (still obscure without resistance immunity),
together with the States of the region are more depended on common and individual
interests of the United States and Russia, as well as the European Union, Turkey and
Iran. On the basis of the common ownership of space and the purposes to get the benefit
there should be considered the interests of the “major players”, at least at the level of
general trends, for example:

- Restoration/rebuilding of its strategic influences in the context of military-po-
litical geography is perceived by Russia as a natural and regular phenomenon; per-
fectly combining with each other the security policy and energy interests, it tries
to introduce and adopt its principles in the Caucasus and Central Asia, to take over
energy resources in tandem with Armenia and Iran, to achieve control over the East-
West transit corridor, to avoid confrontation with the Islamic world (though it must
be recognized that this factor increases directly in the Russia), it (Russia) cannot
put up with the growing role of Turkey in the region, with an attempt of Georgia to
release from its political orbit range, approaching of the NATO and intensification
and strengthening of Asia to the East, it cannot also put up with the expected ener-
gy-independence of Europe, with the loss of control over transit routes, moreover, it
manipulates the independence of Abkhazia and so-called South Ossetia and shows
its reaction to the border instability by moving the boundaries. It is not shying away
from the use of military force and does not refuse to use all available forces (in-
cluding the Caucasus) against Georgia. The goal of Russia is to change the security
architecture created in Europe after the cold war in its favor; it tries to implement
a new “EURAZE” project in order to make the international community adapt with
the “new reality” and to return to the strategy shown in its National Emblem: a dou-

ble-headed eagle with one head looking at Europe and the other at Asia.

- The USA, which has firmly settled on the springboard of European democracy,
aims to overcome Russia’s imperial ambitions in the new world order and to send
its energy ambitions to the western direction. In Georgia America protects its own
specific interests, for this it needs strong States, particularly in the region of the
southern Caucasus. Thus, the territorial integrity of independent Georgia is import-
ant for the United States and therefore, the unacceptable thing for the USA is the
rise of the concentration of military forces of Russia, both in Abkhazia and so-called
South Ossetia. At the same time, America is not interested in supporting the neigh-
bors’ confrontational diplomacy toward Russia. Certainly the geopolitical interest
in the region for the United States is more important than economic (as in the case

of Russia), and the objective is to establish strategic control in the Caucasus and
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Caspian Sea areas. To achieve this goal the United States try to manage progressive
integration of the countries of the region in the NATO, to distribute liberal values,
to form the pro-western elite, inter alia to implement the Western-Eastern energy
projects, periodically to inactivate “Iranian subjects”; the USA tries to meet its goals
also by recognition of Turkey as a regional leader and by expanding its spheres of

influence;

- The strategic interest of the European Union (major countries are Germany,
France, Italy, the United Kingdom) remains the preservation of mutual cooperation
with the United States and Russia, the security of the region, the diversification of
the energy projects, reducing the influence of the United States on the European con-
tinent, the creation of a Russian-European Alliance; of course, involvement of the EU
in the Russian-Georgian armed conflict has a positive role, but since the European
Union in the long run do not perceive Russia as a threat, the desire of unconditional
support for Georgia was defeated by pragmatism and the reins of manager in the
South Caucasus were once again transferred to Russia. Europe is not single and inte-
grated politically, ideologically or ethnic-culturally; the separation line passing the
eastern border of Western Christianity, separates West Catholic, Protestant, Eastern
Orthodox and Muslim parts. No such binding ties exist between the European Union
and NATO; the issue of the expansion of the Alliance (at the expense of the states of
our region) has not been inserted in the agenda of these states. This issue is relevant
only for small European States, mainly oriented to the United States. However, along
with the geopolitical changes, as an independent player and one of the most import-
ant mechanisms of the international security system, the EU can now be considered

as one of the stabilizing factors and even the guarantor of peace in this region;

- Turkey, one of the independent player states in the region has become one of
the most important centers of regional forces. Turkey’s interests to some extent co-
incided with geostrategic interests of the United States and the West that are trying
to prevent the dominance of Iranian and Russian influence in the region. The change
process, taking place today in Turkey, will greatly reduce the aggressive Pan-Turk-
ism, the legacy of Turkish nationalism, together with Atlantic increase Eurasian
preferences that are most likely to have a positive impact not only on the South
Caucasus, also on Turkey’s status as a transit State and its role of the mediator in
Russian-Georgian relations. However, the assumption of compromise on the issue
of the joint Russian-Turkish influence in the region (as a guarantor of our security)
is least expected. The reason lies in the fact that, like other forces, in the interest

of the both parties it aims to avoid reinforcing of each other through sole control
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(including major Georgian-Azerbaijani space), in contrast to the expressed position
of Russia, Turkey, the NATO member’s attempt to introduce a member of the Geor-
gia Alliance, “Armenian genocide”, the Kurdish question and the so-called “Turkish
Brotherhood” due to the patronage of Azerbaijan. Also, what is the most important,
“the idea of Pan-Turkism”, which is still alive and provides for the unification of all
peoples of Turkic origin from the Mediterranean to the North coast of the Arctic
Ocean and the creation of so-called Pan-Turkish States (population of the Central
Asian countries, with the exception of Tajik people, refers to a group of Turkish peo-

ples), is in contradiction with the State interests of Russia, etc.

- Iran, despite its close proximity to the southern Caucasus, is less significant
player in the region, however, the underestimation of the role of the State is not jus-
tified. Iran still calls Azerbaijan “Baku Republic” and despite the fact that the num-
ber of ethnic Azerbaijanis in the country is about three times more than total pop-
ulation living in Azerbaijan, Iran did not render assistance to Azerbaijan in the Na-
gorno-Karabakh conflict. Based on the principle of the common border, Russian and
domestic religious factors, Tehran maintains good-neighbor policy with Azerbaijan
and strategic partnership policy (particularly in the area of trade and economic
relations) with Armenia anything about the attitude of the United States and Israel
to Iran and about the possible threats following Iran’s desire to own a full cycle of
nuclear technologies and in this manner to strengthen its positions in Muslim world
(primarily in the regions inhabited by Shiites). It’s difficult to predict how events
will unfold, but it should be emphasized that Georgia does not need an enemy in the
face of Iran. Based on the stability of the northern region, Iran, at least today, can
prevent the deployment of NATO military bases in the territory of the region, and
consequently, to change the status quo in the southern Caucasus so that the role of
the United States would be increased unilaterally - this fact is the great concern for
Iran unlike Turkey and it is worried about not only ethnic and economic threats,
but also the possible military threats from the mismatch of interests of two super
powers in the region, in particular the United States and Russia.

The above mentioned open or other secret interests (including, gradually

increasing interests of China), also the relationship quality (joint coexistence is

complicated, but individually - impossible) between the United States and Russia,

as well as between other influential forces interested in the region, exclude the

existence of any one-sided strategy for Georgia and a regional space in general,

which stipulates their participation and joint decision making, in other words, it

conditions the real possibility of constructive cooperation.
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The South Caucasus, which almost never will lose its geostrategic importance,
certainly is a single, common house for the people of his country, but respected the
historical and moral point of view the only one of them, namely, Georgia can change
its own destiny and the destiny of its neighboring states and play a crucial role in the
creation of a new common regional model and make other participators at this stage.
Despite the political game of “who’s who”, the identity of unity in a common space will
be fully regulated only in the format of Georgian-Azerbaijani and Georgian-Armenian
relations. The whole external forces interested in the region assign a priority to Georgia.
In fact, the current situation clearly shows the following:

- the peoples of the South Caucasus were as free as Georgia was strong in the
capacity of the leader. Based on the geographical location and history, Georgia
should undertake to implement this mission - numerously justified - in the future

as well;

- Aspiration of the South Caucasus in its essence always was anti-imperialistic.
Against the background of the revival of the National Patriotic Movement and
attempts to escape from Russian political orbit the separatism in the common space

is being gradually enhanced;

- instability in the South Caucasus is a direct threat to the intraregional North
Caucasus (Russia) and the hidden threat for Europe. One needs to think about
the possibilities of peace and similar integration processes, to which Europe is
committed for several decades.

Georgia’s dominance is also its historic responsibility. The passive leader
policy of Georgia, its omission in the international initiatives can contribute to the
loss of the country,s functions of interconnection of ethnic, religious and cultural
trends in the Caucasus, the unique geopolitical status and turn the country into a
geopolitical appendage.

Thus, the objective of transforming Georgia into a full-fledged State has identified
our task - the country needs to return to its original trajectory, the achievement of
which is the establishment of a global world not only for Georgian (albeit based on the
restoration of historical justice, which will be of interest to no one but ourselves), and
this kind of balancing the common values and interests and cause related to additional
benefits regional - global project, which will be based on a historical, natural and
geographical factors; with the expected result, the stability of the southern Caucasus,
new, peaceful long-term relationship, common approach to common interests and
guaranteed participation of international cooperation there will be able to determine:

I. Georgia’s aspiration to return its unique function as a natural standard-bearer of
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the southern Caucasus, and in view of the past (the fear of making mistakes will not bring
the result) to take on responsibility and actively participate in the process of settling the
Nagorno-Karabakh conflict; transition from passive to active player (psychology plays
a huge role in politics) will change the attitude toward our country, suspend the desire
of the political elite, not the people of our neighboring states, including tthe dynamics
of the so-called putting South Ossetia and Abkhazia out of Georgia’s, and Georgia out of
context of the South Caucasus and the whole Caucasus, caused by an attempt to transfer
the “Centre” in the region, and attempt to restore the jurisdiction of Georgia. And most
importantly, it will accelerate the process - back to the past (return of Georgia with
its orientation lost to the South Caucasus and the whole Caucasus, in general, and the
occupied territories of Georgia to the bosom of the country (Georgia)) as well as it will
support resolving of the common regional problems - the conflicts in Abkhazia and so-
called South Ossetia and Karabakh - with joint efforts and sober assessment of reality;

I1. Define not only individually each, but common, existing and yet unused resources
of the countries of South Caucasus - Georgia, Armenia, Azerbaijan-economic potential
(space, taking into account the risk-factors is functioning within only 6-7% of capacity),
on the basis of mutual interests to create a regional model of sustainable economic
development of a new relationship, military-political and trade-economic convergence.
the integration of the South Caucasus global economic processes of the world as a
single, secure space (in the recent term, in view of the common market, as a result of
the restoration of trade and transit centre and implementation of specific projects, the
ability of the region to rise, at least 10 times);

[1I. Based on a new platform of peaceful neighborly policy to form the inside-national
and foreign - collective unified, regional system of security and defense of the countries
of the South Caucasus, on the one hand, ensuring the security of the South Caucasus
regional space (and, if necessary, the establishment of military-political Alliance of the
three countries, and the need for peaceful coexistence of the Georgian-Abkhazian and
Georgian-Ossetian, Azerbaijani-Armenian societies), to turn into a subject of general
interest, taking into account the world’s dominating country - the United States, and
regional leaders - Russia, Europe, Turkey, Iran, and Central Asia, and on the other hand
- to show them in general the needs for a new role for Georgia, new functions and the
need to integrate the region as a single space in the international security system.

All remaining attempts to achieve the goal to this day (without overall regional
union, in conditions of disconnection, the lack of general interest) as well as in
the future will be insufficient but it will move us away from regional security and
solutions, organically related problems (conflicts), besides, it will facilitate the
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emergence of new threats, that would require unacceptable concessions on the
sovereignty of Georgia, for example, “Peace at the expense of the territories” or
provisional application of Georgia for membership in the new Russian draft -
Eurasian Economic Union (EURAZES) etc.

Creation of the absolutely new reintegration project, based on the effect of the
powerful appeal of the general welfare, the radical sentiments (including possible mil-
itary-political confrontation) in the South Caucasus will be replaced by the balanced
interests of regional states and the external forces that have to be considered. The re-
sult is not a victory over anyone, but on the contrary-a new approach to world trade
and integration in the global community (instead of just declaring level support) will
increase the role of Georgia in the Armenian-Azerbaijani conflict, it will address to turn
non-Georgian population, living in Georgia to our common historical destiny and the
South Caucasus (as the bridge between the Christian and Islamic worlds, key West to
East, North to South Gates, to Central Asia and the Middle East) without any legal status
- the Confederation, Federation, etc., one huge family, a single space of common shared
interests.

The unstructured model “South Caucasus - geopolitical space”, as the idea is neither new
nor the copy of old, not fully realized vision of our great ancestors (particularly I would like
to mention David Agmashenebeli - (David the Builder)). This idea (all new is well forgotten
old) is significantly different from the old Georgian ideas “Caucasian House”, “Peaceful
Caucasus”, the more common ownership of the Caucasus, the old “Trans-Caucasian
Seim”, “the Trans-Caucasian Democratic Federative Republic, Confederation of Caucasus”,
“Trans-Caucasian Socialist Federative Republic”, as well as the ideas of dismemberment
of the unified Georgian state in multi-stakeholder units - new Russian idea (with the same
dominance), in the format 1+3, Russia + Georgia-Azerbaijan - Armenia parliamentary
foursome; 3+3 format-Russia-Turkey-Iran + Georgia-Azerbaijan-Armenia, the Caucasian
Confederation “, the “Eurasiism Theory”, the so-called “Emerson format - Stability Pact
for the Caucasus”, Turkish format (the format that existed before the August war: Georgia-
Azerbaijan-Armenia +Turkey-Russia and in the future together with Iran “platform of
stability and cooperation in the Caucasus”), Armenian “South Caucasus Confederation”,
“Armenian-Georgian Federation®, the idea of “Georgian-Azerbaijan Confederation”, voiced
by Mikheil Saakashvili, and other non-Georgian projects. The new regional approach (scales
for the balance of interests of Georgia) will prepare one of the three Caucasian States for the
actions, the satisfaction of true certain interests of which will be admitted not separately,
independently from all, but together, only on the basis of the partnership by the formula: L.

Format 3 =1 +1 +1; in the case of necessity - by the formula II. Format of 3 =2 +1.
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(I). Format 3 = 1 +1 +1means Georgia + Azerbaijan + Armenia;

(I1). Format 3 = 2 +1 means the initial format 2, Georgia + Azerbaijan, that is those
two States that complement each other, combine the Black and Caspian Seas covering
80% of the total territory and population of the South Caucasus, a strategic stretch
of the Euro-Atlantic space and the Eurasia Corridor, geographic area of huge energy
potential; later it will be joined by a friendly neighboring state, + 1 Armenia (which
cannot be isolated); as a result, we receive the total space of Georgia + Azerbaijan,
together with Armenia (even at a later stage), with its intraregional union (even in
the case of tandem Georgia + Azerbaijan) the main partners, the United States, the
EU, Turkey, Iran and the largest neighbor - Russia will start to create closely related
collaborative components designed in format - 3 +3 +2. (Georgia + Azerbaijan +
Armenia + Russia - Turkey - Iran + United States - EU), that is to form a stable Group
(in the absence of any kind of divisions and strife) and to strengthen the overall
system of international cooperation either security, turn the “Georgia-problem” in
the factor solution of collective security, crisis management, national and regional
security.

It would be a mistake to miss this opportunity (hitherto untapped potential),
which logically unifies the past, present and future of our country (and not only
our country); besides the mentioned, application of the opportunities (new
functions) in consideration of the major factors (interests) adequately responds
and meets the new paradigm developed on the cross point of military-political,
social-economic, religious, ecological processes having place on the given stage,
namely it meets the principles of global thinking, local activity and efficiency.

With regard to foreign policy guideline-vector of the States of the region, on
the basis of domestic, international and global (racial, under the guise of religious
violence, threats to the civilization, intercultural differences), with the constant
hope of outside support, influence interests of each state, manipulation of the pro-
Russian, pro-American, pro-Western themes differentiation established in Georgia
stereotypes and a minute sympathy-dislikes (“United States or Russia, with America
or with Russia, “NATO”, “neutrality “, “NATO or neutrality”, “NATO or Russia, not
NATO, not the neutrality”, etc), division of the political spectrum and society is not
a tactical but strategic error, it is based on the temporary fate of junior partner, it
cannot guarantee by resolving the underlying problem to achieve the goal regarding
restoration of unity and integrity, settlement of the conflict, on the contrary-it is only
misleading and false expectation. Is it really so hard to understand that caring for

statehood does not mean orientation of the country solely on the North or West. In
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our case, (perhaps hardships and difficulties, though this time will make us wiser),
any one-sided communication in one direction only, in other words, all kinds of “Pro”,
except “pro-Georgian” as the unknown model, cannot serve as a leisure of Georgian
statehood. However, any suitable Georgian system, if the parties would not be major
geopolitical centers-United States and Russia together, (as well as Europe), that is,
countries that we need, “will not work”. Assume that once and for all to put an end to
the era when we favoured foreign interests over our own state interests and when
setting benchmarks to begin guided by a new approach: in particular, the deepening
of relations with the United States and Russia at the expense of mutual advantage and
benefit from the mutual consistency of the guideline on the west and make it uniform.
So for example, entry into military and political block of NATO (as well as the neutrality
and not-fighting status of the country or another) a universally acceptable common
external rate for any single country and ruling “elite”, and for the absolute majority of
the population of the regional area (including the Abkhazians and Ossetians) we must
make in the means to achieve its own interests and goals.

Such an approach, moreover, that will alleviate the factors that pose threats
to the United States, Russia and Europe, will form the States in the region to have
a real sense of perception of full participation in one region, will enhance the
ability to transform the South Caucasus in a demilitarized space, based on new
Georgia and make a significant contribution to the strengthening of the Euro-
Atlantic or UM international security.

For definition of the external benchmark (avoiding exclusion and “artificial” captivity,
we must renounce radicalism), taking into account the developments in international
policy, together with the States of the region they should participate and reach the
geopolitical compromise: the United States, EU, Russia and other influential actors;
in the words of Ilia Chavchavadze, the great Georgian writer and figure, “A lucky deal
should be made without slavery and harassment”.

The external guidelines and orientation of the State is stipulated by not only
the will of this State or demonstration of its goodwill but the historical necessity;
historical necessity is usually determined by the world dominant States.

The main idea of the project “to undertake by Georgia in region and the region
- in Eurasian space its function and establish the decent, acceptable place”
- is quite difficult but implementable mission. The precondition of it - according to
the geopolitical justification of the country - are the additional motivation from the
commonwealth approaches to the country and the region of the dominant forces, in

the first place, the interests of the USA and Russia (the degree of relationship of which
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is one of the major factor for determination of the freedom degree of Georgia), their
compliance in time with not only each other but with the state interests of Georgia (for
us the ally will be only a real, reliable rather than patron partner) and the joint complex
approach to the South Caucasus.

A new joint system established as a result of a political synergy (not at the expense
of the USA or Russian, neither the relations with them or any of them) stipulates the
following:

- Opportunity for Georgia to find the place compliance with its natural-historical
function and according to the essential factor of the stability in the Caucasus to became

the prior trend for the USA, EU and in the first place, for Russian foreign policy;

- To be explained the negative outcomes that may be arisen as a result of the
emotional background only, polarization of the pro-western (liberal west) Georgian
society into pro-Russian (pseudo-democratic Russia) segments, Georgia’s search for
asylum, that is choosing one - Russia or the USA; also to be explained the benefits (by

interests balancing) the regional space of the South Caucasus;

- The “openness” of the region instead of the confrontation caused by the at-
tempts to be isolated from Russia, correction of the relationship with Russia, accel-
eration of the natural processes of integration to Europe, deepening of the strategic
cooperation with the USA, effectiveness of their support (provided that the USA as
well as Europe are more interested in maintaining the relationship with Moscow
rather than Tbilisi and no assistance and support will be more active until Russia

perceives Georgia as its enemy);

- With the support of the partner states transformation of Georgia from the
space of Russian domination into the space of political and economic cooperation of
Georgia and Azerbaijan and the whole South Caucasian region in general (the inter-
est of Russia in the South Caucasus is larger rather than its interests to conduct con-
trol over Abkhazia and s.c. South Ossetia only; permanent support to the separatist

regions will damage Russia in the long term perspective);

- From Georgian side, the area of political activity of which is limited with the
South Caucasian space only, Russia will not have number of problems provoking the
North Caucasus (the future of the North Caucasus is significantly depended on the
future of Georgia and the South Caucasus) and related with Caucasian ethno-cen-
trism , it will support changing the anti-Georgian militarist rhetoric in Russian soci-

ety and anti-Russian rhetoric in Georgian society;

- Recognition of Russia as a regional leader state by Georgia and persuasion of
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the latter that negligence of the territorial integrity and independence of Georgia is
not the way of solution of the Caucasian problem (but on the contrary); also Russia

should find the common interests by healthy relationship with Georgia;

- Environment of Georgia, its space - buffer between the Christian and Islamic
worlds (Islam Gate), associated with orthodoxy will be the security guarantee for
Russia - its historically neighbor enemy country, i.e. Georgia should be a new harbor

that will not become the target of Islamic fundamentalism, Israel of the Caucasus;

- Russian society have to think about the largest problems (periodically) faced
by the nations with common religion and close cooperation from it (Russia): why
Georgia, Belarus, Ukraine face this threat from Russia, why the neighbor states of
Russia have open or concealed aspiration for integration to the NATO and why the
separatist regimes of s.c. South Ossetia, Karabachos and Transdniestria have aspira-

tion for integration to Russia;

- The problem of Abkhazia and s.c. South Ossetia — unsettled concern of Geor-
gian-Russian relationship - may become the connecting point and the Roman prin-
ciple so beloved by Russian state policy - “Divide and Rule” may be changed with

the new one: “Unify and get more Benefit”;

- Social-economic development of the states of the South Caucasus and creation

of free, stable, democratic and successful civil society;

- The world, s dominant country - the USA and the regional leader state - Russia (the
relationship of which is seriously reflected on the relations between Russian and Georgia)
may become the security guarantor for the border region of the “Great East” - the South
Caucasus together with the EU at the expense of satisfaction of the interests of the states
above.

- The region and in the first place Georgia - the most significant space with a
new geopolitical construction within the Eurasian space, the country connecting
two largest worlds - Europe and Asia, western and eastern civilizations (the eternal
space with its unique features, the center of Caucasian, Turkish, Persian and Slavic
cultures, Christian and Muslim civilizations) - as an absolutely separate world may
become:

- Not the springboard of confrontation between the USA and Russia but an abso-

lutely new contact space for the relations;

- The unique place for conduction the dialogue and protection of the tolerant

relationships among Christianity, Judaism and Islam - three oldest religions arisen
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from the common cores;

- The regional center with integrated attractiveness, connecting the civilizations
with each other, the new “peace area” of the world.

We mean Switzerland type, but a new, modern regional model where there
will be represented number of countries but no group from any religion, where
there will be gathered different countries in the regions, mainly Christian and
Islam states, for which the Judaism rules will not be inacceptable. The similar
space in the world in only one and that is South Caucasus; also, respecting the
similar attractiveness, the capital of Georgia - Thilisi - should be emphasized, its
old center, so called Meidani - the place of cohabitation of Georgian, Azerbaijani,
Armenian, Jews, Kurtish and other nations.

The relevant approach will change the attitude to the conflicts (in Georgia - due
to Karabakh, Georgian-Russian political and Azerbaijan-Armenian interstate conflict);
in this manner such conflicts will be kept in a “frozen” condition and in case of any
chaos it will be the subject of management instead of combat the outcomes; so we
will be able to erase the major causes of such conflicts strongly supported by Kremlin
destructing policy in the previous years (I mean falsification of history, foundation of the
autonomies, instigation of separatism, entrapment of ethno-political conflicts, Georgian
genocide, “August War”, occupation of the territories, attempts to appropriate those
etc.) and make current Russia - the legal successor of the Soviet empire - to perceive
and support establishment of a new place for Georgia.

As for the process of reintegration in Georgian space, it is better to show to
the separated society, Georgian and Abkhazian nations, Ossetia people clearly
negative approaches of Georgian state to the tragic events developed in the nearest
past rather than to focus on the agreement of the principle for accomplishment of
confederation or any other type state order; to show them their negative reaction
to the inadequate activities of the officials - their response to self-defense and
surviving, to emphasize the real goal of a new power of Georgia - restoration of not
only territorial integrity but of the trust to each other and maintenance of dignity
of our brother nations, their unique national originality and historical-cultural
essence (currently the trend is clearly negative); to achieve this goal we need to
stop the process of alienation but support economic development of the country,
establishment of a perfect and integrated state, integration of the society and
realization the necessity of return to each other, maintenance of safe, guaranteed
and wealthy cohabitation (even in a new state with its native lands).

Though we cannot erase the past but our (Georgians, Abkhazians and s.c South
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Ossetians’) historical memory is more than any policy, war, religion and it can
change the existing reality yet, it can prevent any recurrence of the events among
the people and relatives.

Prediction of the future events development, anticipated reality and special
conditions of the region complies with the voluntary political orientation of Georgian
state and the region in whole - Euro integration; it aims to maintain its originality,
respect to European values, the European nature of spiritual and political culture of the
history of Georgia (together with Armenia, where Christian values are the necessary
factor for European identification), the past omissions and current challenges, including
the strategic demand of the EU - safe Europe in a better world, the new concept of
European security tailored with globalization trends; taking into consideration all this
factor the country will be able to take its decent place in the modern architecture.

The basis of such optimism - with the above mentioned or other (also concealed
circumstances) conditions is supported by the following factors:

I. Time - the product of changes (and not on the contrary) yet exists, as on
this stage radical attitude of Azerbaijan and Armenia, Armenia and Turkey due to
the Nagorno-Karabakh (also the relationship between Azerbaijan and Russia and
Iran) excludes achievement of a political consensus among them; According to
their interests the USA and Russia only fix their different position to the territorial
integrity of Georgia, they have not yet established their final approaches regarding
Georgia and the South Caucasian region (they are busy with other global issues of
greater significance).

We are given the opportunity to drive away from the expected cataclysms,
to turn the time in our favour and not to take the roles of spectators within the
small period of time left to decide our fate;

[I. New format - means to emphasize the regional cooperation components; it covers
all three countries of the South Caucasus and instead of talking about Russia represents the
only reliable way for settlement of the conflicts (in Abkhazia, in so called South Ossetia and
Nagorno-Karabakh) - the regional problem as well as for achievement of integration in
international cooperation system and establishment in the capacity of a joint geopolitical
unit in the region on the basis of oriented dialogues with Russia and America;

New, geopolitically justified human and noble goals may become the sufficient
motivation which support the international community to recognize the
significance of Georgian state, to show to the world the urgency of becoming of
the country a wealthy, competent member of the developed world and maintain
its (the state, s, determining the fate of the region) territorial integrity.
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III. New function - means transformation of the South Caucasus into the organic
part of the international security unified system by a new geopolitical understanding
of the intellectual resources not yet used of Georgia, assignment the international
functions to the country; it will also make the regional space to be the subject of
geopolitical compromise between the USA and Russia.

Anticipated reality and involvement of Georgia in international relations
system gives the opportunity (not at the expense of loss of our originality and
territorial distribution of Georgian state but on the contrary - at the expense of
its integration and strengthening of the region) to the USA and Russia (in bilateral
or multilateral format - with participation by EU, Turkey, Iran, UN, OSCE and the
multilateral international peace acts) to determine themselves the status of the
South Caucasus and establish the principles of cohabitation.

South Caucasus - the geopolitical space is not only the Georgian project; this
project - according to governmental mission of our State, which has small territory and
special spatial conditions - is the result of many years search, struggles and agreements;
its systemic and consistent realization will serve to the governmental interests of
Georgia, creation of a good image of the state (inside it and outside); it will enable to
integrate the social strata, our youth and Diaspora and the civil society in general into
the peaceful national-moral idea (not only western-liberal or Russian-chauvinistic or
Georgian-ultra-national) in spite of their ethnic origination, religion; it will benefit the
country, in particular Georgia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Europe and the world in common.

In the strong belief of the author, this general Georgian idea - goal will be
achieved only with the joint efforts of Georgian government, Georgian church
and Georgian society.

CONCLUSION

In the present work, based on the understanding of historically and geopolitically
sound functions of Georgia,  have submitted a draft plan (brief version) for settlement
of the domestic, Pan-regional irreversible process and global issues.

We believe thatin alife of every people and every country there comes the time when
according to the faithful strategic tasks and their implementation resources making the
offering of a new Georgian project (especially when our State, its territory has become
a common project and the ground of another State or States for its implementation)
means the revival of our national faith. Today for Georgia, the power of which lies in its
diversity and effectiveness in expanding of its space, this is exactly the kind of historic
moment. This is the only correct choice, and what’s more - this is our fateful destiny!

I do hope that, in order to form a full-fledged State, our attempts to make sense of
the current geopolitical reality, which will help us to clearly predict and avoid possible
threats and find consensus in the definition of new priorities in the future will be
successful.

We believe our efforts will not be in vain this time.
